1. Warmer

Introduce the subject by talking about learners’ favourite writers and their prominent works.

You may ask your fellow students several guestions:

- What is your favourite book?
- What books do you advise your friends to read?

2. Task
Ask learners to visit the site and make notes about their favourite writer. If it is possible to listen to the
writer’s interview, ask learners to point out how it is organised and make a list of useful expressions.

Dwight’s profile has all the information about the boy — his hobby, favourite songs, a lot of photos and even
the information about his school. His parents, of course, know such social sites such as Facebook and
MySpace and Twitter but have never visited them.

Once, one of Dwight’s new friends, he met on some game site, asked him to meet in the local cinema but
the boy refused. He was afraid to meet a new person in a public place so he asked him home to meet his
parents. To his surprise, the friend was rather upset and made the boy feel bad pressing him to meet in a
public place. Moreover, they plan to meet next week.

What could Dwight’s parents do to make a safer online experience for their son?

Internet Safety Case Study 2 (protecting computer data and personal information)

Profile of Millie and Jose:

Millie and Jose used to live at the age of typewriters and they did not even know how to send emails. They
got the computer from their daughter Celia, who thought her parents would like to shop online, pay bank
accounts and communicate with their grandchildren.

So, she came for the weekend to set the up the computer and to teach them basic things what to do online.
Millie and Jose are so absorbed in the Internet that they have done a lot during one week:

- Millie uses the word processing software to type up a lot of her favorite recipes;

- Jose uses his card to buy a fishing rod on line from a private salesman while searching the
Internet;
- Millie created an online banking account and a password chooses the name of their dog
Willie;

- Jose gives details of his address, and credit card information in order to confirm a transaction
with an online private salesman;

- Millie downloads free songs from a “free music” site she;

- Millie gives information about her credit card information in email to their son for him to buy
a plane ticket home from college for his parents’ 35th wedding anniversary;

- Jose answers to an email from a stranger who says she will share her lottery winnings with
him if he helps her claim the jackpot.

As a result, Celia returns home next and she understands she should have given her parents more
information about protecting their computer data and personal information.

What could Celia have done before leaving her parents with computer to help protect their data and
personal information?

Internet Safety Case Study 3 (safe and sane social networking)

Profile of Chris Taylor:

Chris Taylor has recently left the profession of a teacher at a private elementary school. During two months
he has been applying for work, but receives no answer due to 10-year experience. It is rather strange as
he has excellent references from two previous employers.

Not to lose time, he sets his internet account to get in touch with friends and have new friends and even
find a new job. He has also started a blog, where he posts nearly every day.

One thing that he enjoys much about social networking and blogging is the ability to express himself. In his
professional life, he was very pressed and hasn’t kept his opinions and beliefs. Now, he freely writes openly
online about his views (either religious or political), his romantic relationships, and medical treatment he’s
dealing with.

He finds only one negative thing in this — some person keeps writing him personal emails and even leaves
him phone messages (it wasn't difficult having online information).

The notion of Internet-based learning is narrower in meaning than Web-based
learning. Web, being not only one of the Internet services that uses unified document
format (HTML), browsers, hypertext, and unified resource locator (URL) is based on
the HTTP protocol. The Internet is the largest network in the world comprised of
thousands of the interconnected computer networks (hational, regional, commercial,
and organizational). It provides many services not only Web, but also e-mail, file
transfer facilities, and others. So, the process of learning can be either organised on
the Web basis or via e-mail.
