Translation trouble at top-level talks

(1)What does it take to translate for a president or a prime minister? Can an interpreter's
slip change the course of history? (2)In_Breaking the Language Barrier, some of the great
interpreters talk of their experiences with US, UK and Soviet leaders...




(3)Welcome to the world of interpreters - of linguistic high-wire acts and rapid-fire translation
raised to an art form.

(4)Interpreters are those almost invisible but quite indispensable people squeezed between two
rival presidents, neither of whom speaks the other's language.

(5)The interpreter's task is simple - render the flattery or the threats, the soft sell or the hardline
of their masters into another tongue.

So how much does get lost in translation? (6)And how do interpreters do it anyway, for heaven's
sake, when most of us have trouble communicating in our own language half the time?

| have watched and listened to some of the greats in the interpreting business - at summits, at
war crimes trials, at the United Nations or the European Parliament - as they play the parts of presidents
and princes, prosecutors or parliamentarians.

Have there been any really big mistakes? (7)Has the course of history been changed by the
interpreter missing out that vital word "not" and turning a concession into a threat?

Well, even the stars of the profession make occasional slips.

Treaty tussle

(8)lgor Korchilov, who translated for Soviet leaders from Khrushchev to Gorbachev, was at the
very top of his interpreting career at a summit between George Bush senior and Mikhail Gorbachev as the
Cold War was ending in the late 1980s.

(9)"The two Presidents and their respective delegations were discussing the arcane biz of arms
control,” he says.

(10)"Things like SDI, ABM, Mirvs, all those Slicom, Glicoms, and other such hi-tech Star Wars
stuff including the so-called open-skies proposal, which was the brainchild of the American delegation at
the time."

(11)The stumbling block was to reach agreement on whose aircraft should be used to over fly
the other side's territory for inspection purposes, to verify compliance with the arms control treaties about
to be concluded.

The Soviet Union wanted one set of rules - the Americans precisely the opposite.

Georgian ruling party wins election as opposition struggles to unite for street protests

The ruling Georgian Dream party is set to win the general election in the former Soviet republic and is
unlikely to need a coalition partner to form a new government. Opposition leaders have called for street
protests.



With over 97 percent of ballots counted, Georgian Dream has secured 48 percent of votes in Saturday's
general election, according to the national election administration. The United National Movement (UNM),
the most successful electoral bloc of opposition parties, has won 27 percent of the votes.

Of the 60 participating political groups, seven parties and two party blocs have managed to surpass the
one-percent threshold to secure seats in the Georgian parliament. But only two of them have results
measuring in double digits.

The ruling party is also leading in majority districts, where 30 of the 150 parliament seats were up for grabs
under Georgia's mixed election system. More than a dozen of those mandates are likely to go to Georgian
Dream candidates in the first round, giving the party a narrow parliamentary majority. Georgia reformed
its election law earlier this year, lowering the representation threshold for parties and allocating more
weight in mandates to the proportional vote...

With the expansion of NATO, the Russians decided they needed to look for new strategic allies
around the world. Their obvious major candidate was China. Cooperation between Russia and China has
become institutionalized in the Shanghai Cooperation Organization.

The SCO is routinely dismissed in the West. Indeed, it is likely Russia and China do not want to
draw too much attention to their emerging collaboration. As China’s former leader Deng Xiaoping advised,
China should stay "away from the limelight, and cultivate obscurity.” Or as Teddy Roosevelt might have
put it, "speak softly while building up your big stick.”

Are Russia, China and India cozying up to each other? Although the idea of a strategic triangle was
dismissed when it was first broached a few years ago, it must now be taken more seriously.

Russia, China and India are home to a lot of the world's population. Better yet, any consensus they
can establish between each other might be easy to subscribe to for most nations on earth.

Here Putin’s cultivation of Germany and France enters into the equation. Shunned as they presently
are by the US Administration, they also will look for other options — and Putin is clearly willing to encourage
further cooperation.

There are many doubts about the United States in the world today — less about its military power
than about the nation's benevolence and intentions. The U.S. administration has weakened its position in
Eurasia. And President Putin in Moscow — located in the very heart of Eurasia — is in the perfect position
to foster a multipolar world.

Pivoting west, he has improving relations with Germany and France — the biggest powers on the
European continent. Pivoting east, he is consolidating relations with China and India — the biggest powers
on the Asian continent.

It is a remarkable performance, especially considering the time he has been in office — and the poor
situation he inherited. There is no doubt that Mr. Putin's global strategic efforts deserve more attention
than they are receiving.

Back to Europe
“Help” from the West Hasn’t Made it Easy

1. “The spectre of communism haunted Europe, but for some reason
settled down only in Russia.” This aphorism from former Prime
Minister Viktor Chernomyrdin is only the latest word in the
discussion of whether or not the values of Russian society can be
called European.

2. Discussions on this subject, usually formulated as questions along
the lines of “is Russia a European country?” or “does Russia belong
in Europe?” have been going on since the inhabitants of Novgorod
invited princes from Scandinavia to come and rule in the ninth
century. In my view, Russia is very much a European country. All its
social organizations have been adapted from Europe, though they
have either been taken to extremes, in the case of politics and the
economy, or developed to perfection, in the case of artistic culture.

3. Some people say that Russia is not a European country because it
is located in both Europe and Asia. It is, therefore, a Eurasian

country. While this is true in the geopolitical sense, from the point of
view of culture and values, Siberia and the Russian Far East are even
more European than European Russia. These Asian areas of Russia’s
territory were first developed by the Cossacks, the most
democratically organized and economically free group of the time.
Exiled revolutionaries such as the Decembrists, Poles and social
democrats, all of whom took Europe as their reference point, had a
huge cultural impact on Russia’s eastern regions. Siberia and the Far
East also attracted the OIld Believers, a Russian analogue to the
Puritans, and the group that gave rise to the big Russian
entrepreneurs of the late 19th and early 20th centuries. It was in the
Asian part of the country that values closest to those of Europe
emerged — values that emphasized entrepreneurial spirit, freedom
and personal responsibility.

4. One of the problems with European values in Russia is that they
did not so much develop organically, as they were introduced by the
state through successive grandiose modernization projects. What is
worse 1s that these drives to “Europeanize” the country were
inevitably accompanied by innumerable misfortunes for the people.

5. A thoroughly European elite emerged in Russia for the first time
under Peter the Great. This period marked the beginning of the
division of Russia into two nations with a ruling group that was
distinctively European, separated by appearance and language from
the lower classes. Peter the Great’s creation of a “window on
Europe,” in all its various senses, intensified the oppression of
serfdom.

6. Another modernizing project, the October Revolution, used
Marxism, an ideology born in Europe, to try to pull the country
forward at a dramatic pace, moving rapidly to develop science and
create a modern industrial state. But we all know what price the
people paid for the Marxist leaders’ ambitions. The same problems
with European ideologies apply to the Gorbachev-Yeltsin project to
introduce democracy, the free market and freedom of speech rapidly
into Russia. Much of their campaign was carried out under the slogan
of “a return to Europe.” The result of this program is that 25 million
of Russia’s 145 million people are living below the poverty line.

7. Each of these modernizing projects has, however, made Russia
more and more European. These programs have produced one of the
world’s most educated populations, which has, to a considerable
extent, already taken on board what are traditionally called European
values such as the supremacy of the law, the priority of the individual
over the state and freedom of enterprise.

8. Unfortunately, during the crucial first post-communist years in
Russia, when the mechanisms should have been put in place for
practical and institutional implementation of European values,
Europe, and the West in general, betrayed those values by supporting
barbarians who appeared European.

9. Through the renunciation of social commitments, the distribution
of immense national wealth to a few, the shelling of the lawfully
elected parliament, the falsification of the referendum on the
constitution and a thoroughly corrupt media, Russian leaders showed
that they were far removed from the usual understanding of European
values. This is barbarism, but a barbarism that received the blessing
of Europe and America as “liberal and democratic reforms.” The
culmination of this cynicism came when Russia was accepted as a
full member of the Council of Europe at the end of 1996, after Boris
Yeltsin was elected to a second term, in elections that were
essentially a war led by the barbarians against the people.

10. Europe’s reaction would be more understandable if it were just a
single mistake. But instead of apologizing to Russians for betraying
their own values during those years, Europeans are calling today’s
period in Russian development — which could otherwise be defined
as an attempt to limit the damage done by the previous leadership —
a step back from the democracy that supposedly existed several years
ago.

11. The result is that today European values in Russia are following
a development path that is natural for a modern society, but the
standard-bearers for these values, American and European
institutions, continue to take the side of the barbarians, and in doing
so they are slowing down our “return to Europe.”

The war on terror: One result: The retreat of liberal democracy

The war on terror waged by the United States challenges the thesis
proposed by Francis Fukuyama that the end of the Cold War leaves
liberal democracy and the free market as endpoints of history.
Indeed, it suggests that they are in retreat.

Until now, the main criticism of Fukuyama has come from those
who believe that alternatives to liberal democracy already exist or
could emerge, for example, from non-Western civilizations, such as
Confucianism or Islam. Indeed, intense competition for ideas and
political institutions was predicted in Samuel Huntington's thesis
about the clash of civilizations, which challenged Fukuyama's end of

history argument in one of the great debates of the post-Cold War
era.

Fukuyama has vigorously defended his position in the light of
developments since the terrorist attacks on the United States... he
argued that radical Islam constitutes no serious alternative to Western
liberal democracy. "Modernity is a very powerful freight train that
will not be derailed by recent events,” he wrote. "Democracy and free
markets will continue to expand as the dominant organizing
principles for much of the world."”

"We remain at the end of history because there is only one system
that will continue to dominate world politics, that of the liberal-
democratic West," Fukuyama stressed.

But in the post-post-Cold War era that emerged from the ashes of the
World Trade Center in New York, the real challenge to the
Fukuyama thesis comes from the visible downgrading of the West's
commitment to liberal democracy, ostensibly for the sake of
homeland security.

What we may be witnessing today is not history's end, but its retreat.
The end of history thesis fails because the West's commitment to
liberal democracy can no longer be viewed as linear and
unconditional. In the West and elsewhere, homeland security now
takes precedence over individual rights and civil liberties.

As the leader in the war on terror, the United States offers the most
striking example of this shift. The American doctrine of homeland
security envisages a pervasive surveillance of citizens unthinkable
since the McCarthy era...

The denial of prisoner of war rights to Afghan prisoners in
Guantanamo Bay further attests to America's declining commitment
to freedom. So, U.S. foreign policy reflects this shift as well...

With freedom in the United States under threat, America's Third
World allies are less reticent about turning their own war on terror
into a war against freedom. America has lost its moral high ground
in the global human rights debate.

Democracy is on the March

If there has been a single, recurring theme in western foreign policy-
speak since the cold war, it has been the promotion of liberal
democracy — not just multi-party politics, but all the things that
underpin it, such as the rule of law, respect for property rights and
the absence of police repression. Movement in this direction was
assumed not just to be desirable but inevitable; the main challenge
for policy makers was to hurry it along.

People may concede that Francis Fukuyama, America’s guru of
geopolitical optimism, was going a bit too far when — after the
collapse of undemocratic regimes in the Soviet Union and South
Africa — he proclaimed the end of history. But a milder version of his
thesis has passed into conventional wisdom. Wherever brutish
regimes persist in torturing, expropriating or otherwise silencing
their enemies, the West grits its teeth and says that “progress”
towards the Promised Land of liberal democracy has been
surprisingly slow.

But what if no such ’progress’ can be assumed at all? Although the
number of governments formally committed to democracy may be
increasing, Freedom House, an American think-tank that measures
political liberty by a sophisticated range of indicators, reckons that
only 39% of the world’s population now enjoys real political
freedom — hardly a massive leap forward from the 36% enjoying it
in 1983. And even that slow rate of increase cannot necessarily be
relied on. The think-tank notes ‘growing evidence that the wave of
democratization that began in the 1970s may have crested and ... be
receding.’

Looking around the world, democracy seems well enough
entrenched in Latin America, even if some of its concomitants, such
as clean government and due process, are not. In Asia, it is too soon
to tell whether the economic crisis will embolden or weaken those
who argue that ‘Asian values’ are an excuse for authoritarianism. But
elsewhere there are good reasons to fear that western political values
will retreat in the near term.

Democratic institutions are hard to build, and easy to topple when
not yet completed. Take the Middle East, where liberal democracy
has never been in fashion. As they struggle to cope with demographic
explosions and various forms of revolutionary dissent, many regimes
will have to choose between being ‘liberal’ — in other words, being
secular and modernist about things like education and gender — and
being democratic. The latter would entail yielding power to radicals
or fundamentalists; they may, in turn, give some or all of it back to
the people, but it is hardly a sure thing in the short run.

Algeria is only the most extreme example of a country where
unbridled democracy would assuredly bring fundamentalists to
power and is therefore regarded, both by its government and many
western ones, as a dispensable luxury. To stay in office, other
‘moderate’ Arab governments — from North Africa to the West Bank
will resort to increasingly ruthless methods: using secret services to
infiltrate, divide and crush opposition movements that might
otherwise be unstoppable.

What about the former Soviet Union, where some of the most
euphoric pro-democracy rhetoric was once heard? In the southern
republics, rulers who held senior positions under communism have
used the flimsiest sort of democratic window-dressing to ensure that
they remain in office indefinitely. In Russia, the outward forms of
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multi-party politics and constitutional procedure have proved more
robust; but the culture of democracy runs shallow.

And what about Africa, where a spectacular revival of multi-party
democracy seemed to reach its peak around 1994? Across a wide
swathe of the continent, from Angola to Eritrea, issues of political
procedure are overwhelmed by war.

There are still two huge countries — Nigeria and Indonesia — where
the near-term trend is towards more political freedom. But both
countries face a profound challenge: is it possible for states with vast,
diverse populations and acute economic difficulties to go on existing
at all, let alone existing democratically?

To have a democratic future — which means learning to disagree
amicably about particular issues — people in these countries need to
develop a much stronger consensus about fundamental issues: state
borders, the constitution, property rights and intangibles like national
identity. And in Lagos and Jakarta, as well as Moscow and New
Delhi, the rulers and would-be rulers are faced with a fraying of
consensus, not a consolidation.
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
