The legal system



British law comes from two main sources: laws made in Parliament (usually drawn up by
government departments and lawyers), and Common Law, which is based on previous judgements and
customs. Just as there is no written constitution, so England and Wales have no criminal code or civil
code and the interpretation of the law is based on what has happened in the past. The laws which are
made in Parliament are interpreted by the courts, but changes in the law itself are made in Parliament.

The most common type of law court in England and Wales is the magistrates' court. There are
700 magistrates' courts and about 30,000 magistrates.

More serious criminal cases then go to the Crown Court, which has 90 branches in different
towns and cities. Civil cases (for example, divorce or bankruptcy cases) are dealt with in County courts.

Appeals are heard by higher courts. For example, appeals from magistrates' courts are heard in
the Crown Court, unless they are appeals on points of law. The highest court of appeal in England and
Wales is the House of Lords. (Scotland has its own High Court in Edinburgh, which hears all appeals
from Scottish courts.) Certain cases may be referred to the European Court of Justice in Luxemburg . In
addition, individuals have made the British Government change its_practices in a number of areas as a
result of petitions to the European Court of Humane Rights. The legal system also includes juvenile
courts (which deal with offenders under seventeen) and coroners' (which investigate violent, sudden or
unnatural deaths). There are administrative tribunals which make quick, cheap and fair decisions with
much less formality. Tribunals deal — with professional standards, disputes between individuals and
government departments (for example, over taxation).

In the opinion of many people, the law is a necessary evil that should be used only when
everyday, informal ways of settling disputes break down. When we buy a train ticket a lawyer may tell us
it represents a contract with legal obligations, but to most of us it is just a ticket that gets us on the train.
If our neighbor plays loud music late at night, we probably try to discuss the matter with him rather than
consulting the police, lawyers or the courts. Only when we are injured in a train accident, or when a
neighbor refuses to behave reasonably, do we start thinking about the legal implications of everyday
activities.

In some societies, such as the United States,
precise written contracts, lawyers and courts of law have become apart of daily life, whereas in others,
such as Japan, lawyers are few and people tend to rely on informal ways of solving disagreements. It is
interesting that two highly industrialized societies should be so different in this respect.

On the whole it seems that people all over the world are becoming more and more accustomed to
using legal means to regulate their relations with each other. Multinational companies employ expensive
experts to ensure that their contracts are valid wherever they do business. Non-industrialized tribes in
South America use lawyers in order to try to stop governments from destroying the rainforests in which
they live. In the former Soviet republics where law was long regarded as merely a function of political
power, ordinary citizens nowadays challenge the decisions of their governments in courts of law. And at
a time when workers, refugees, commaodities and environmental pollution are traveling around the world
faster than ever before, there are increasing attempts to internationalize legal standards. When it helps
ordinary people to reach just agreements across social, economic and international barriers, law seems
to be regarded as a good thing. However, when it involves time and money and highlights people's
inability to cooperate informally, law seems to be an evil—but a necessary one that everyone should
have a basic knowledge of.

The last few decades of the 20th century have showed that the crime problem cannot be solved
within the limits of national/state resources and methods. This is why the majority of countries are
rendering effective assistance to each other in investigating criminal cases, and tracking down and
extraditing criminals. International cooperation in crime prevention is no longer conceivable without
such an organization as Interpol, which has become coordinator of law enforcement efforts in nearly
180 member countries.

Nonetheless, the challenge of crime is such that the world community cannot rest content with
what is being done to fight this evil. The efforts of the world community tend to come too late — rather
as a reaction to criminal processes. The "brain trusts" of transnational criminal organizations are
acting in a more consolidated pro-active, and expeditious manner.

The law in most countries places more emphasis upon marriages legally registered than social
arrangements whereby people live together. In Japan, some couples prefer not to register their marriage
because the law requires one of them to give up his or her name in favour of the other. The birth and
residence documentation of children born to such marriages is different from that of other children and
sometimes leads to discrimination. In Britain, children born outside legitimate marriages have fewer
rights to financial support from estranged fathers than legitimate children. In addition, if they are born
outside the UK, they are less likely than legitimate children to be granted British citizenship. Their fathers
have no automatic right to have contact with them. Some welfare payments are calculated on a different
basis according to whether recipients are married or not, and more procedures are available to a married
woman than an unmarried one in seeking protection from domestic violence. However, in most
industrialised countries, the legal differences between the married and the unmarried are decreasing. It
is not surprising this should be the case in a nation like the United Sates, for example, here 25 percent of
babies are now born to unmarried parents.
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
