At the toy shop in Tokyo, most visitors said they would like to bring home such toys, and hope
that prices will drop.

A report says that by 2010 personal robots will have a 50.2% market share of the entire Japanese
robot market. This will be almost double the share for robots for industrial use (28.4%). The boom of
various robots for personal and family use in Japan started in 1999 when Sony Corp launched its
popular series of Aibo robot pets.

The market has since grown steadily with newcomers such as a man-like robot that can walk
down the stairs and electric fish that can swim.

It means that in these areas seamen can get info a typhoon or a giant water whirlwind at any
moment of their voyage. The latter has been discovered lately with the help of a man-made earth
satellite. The scientists cannot explain the origin of such whirlwinds. Neither can they explain why, how
and when these whirlwinds stop their existence. But it is quite clear that the giant whirlpool is able
easily to take up a ship or even a plane.

2) But how can we explain cases when the ships remain untouched, and people disappear, die
of terror or go mad? There is another hypothesis which lets us give some scientific interpretation to
these phenomena. This theory is called "the voice of the sea". It was suggested in the 30s by the
Russian academician V. V. Shuleikin and proved by N. Andreyev, a mathematician. It sounds like
this: very powerful infra-sound vibrations can be formed on the surface of water.

English as a global language

English has ceased to be an "English language" in the sense of belonging only to people who are
ethnically English. Use of English is growing country-by-country internally and for international
communication. Most people learn English for practical rather than ideological reasons.

As decolonisation proceeded throughout the British Empire in the 1950s and 1960s, former
colonies often did not reject English but rather continued to use it as independent countries setting their
own language policies. For example, the view of the English language among many Indians has gone
from associating it with colonialism to associating it with economic progress, and English continues to be
an official language of India. English is also widely used in media and literature, and the number of
English language books published annually in India is the third largest in the world after the US and UK.
However English is rarely spoken as a first language, numbering only around a couple hundred-
thousand people, and less than 5% of the population speak fluent English in India. David Crystal claimed
in 2004 that, combining native and non-native speakers, India now has more people who speak or
understand English than any other country in the world, but the number of English speakers in India is
very uncertain, with most scholars concluding that the United States still has more speakers of English
than India.

Modern English, sometimes described as the first global lingua franca, is also regarded as the first
world language. English is the world's most widely used language in newspaper publishing, book
publishing, international telecommunications, scientific publishing, international trade, mass

entertainment, and diplomacy. English is, by international treaty, the basis for the required controlled
natural languages Seaspeak and Airspeak, used as international languages of seafaring and aviation.
English used to have parity with French & German in scientific research, but now it dominates that field.
It achieved parity with French as a language of diplomacy at the Treaty of Versailles negotiations in
1919. By the time of the foundation of the United Nations at the end of World War Il, English had
become pre-eminent and is now the main worldwide language of diplomacy and international relations.
It is one of six official languages of the United Nations. Many other worldwide international organisations,
including the International Olympic Committee, specify English as a working language or official
language of the organisation.

Peter Parker is an English language teacher. He was always good at languages at school, so he decided
to take his degree in French and German. When he finished his university studies, he began teaching in a
secondary school in England. Two years later, however, he met someone by chance who offered him a job
teaching English  to foreign students during the long summer holidays. His students were adults and he
enjoyed the work immensely. He soon found he was more interested in teaching his own language to
foreigners than foreign languages to English schoolboys.

Since then he has specialized in this work. He has found that one of the advantages of the job is that it
enables him to find the work almost everywhere in the world. First he went to Africa for two years and then he
spent a year in Arabia. After this he went to Greece where he has worked for the last three years. He hasn’t
been to South America yet but he intends to go there next. He has taught men and women of all ages
and of various nationalities. He has also learned to get on with all kinds of people and to adjust to different
ways of life. So far he has not regretted his decision to follow this career.
