The arrival of virtual pocket money

Financial services companies are rushing to provide teenagers with easier ways of spending their savings
online, says John Willman.

They like using the Internet.They have lots of money to spend. And they spend a higher proportion
of it online than the rest of us. Teenagers are just the sort of people an Internet retailer wants to sell to, and the
things they want to buy - games, CDs and clothing - are easily sold on the Web.

But paying online is a tricky business for consumers who are too young to own credit cards.
Most have to use a parent's card. ‘Kids are frustrated with the Web,' says Phil Bettison, European Managing
Director of WorldPay, an Internet payments company. 'They want a facility that allows them to spend money.’

That may come sooner than they think: new ways to take pocket money into cyberspace are
springing up on both sides of the Atlantic. If successful, these products could provide an important stimulus
to online sales.

In general, teenagers spend enormous amounts: Visa calculates it totalled $153bn in the US last
year, while the UK market is estimated at £20bn ($29 4bn) annually by NOP, the market research group. Most
teenagers have access to the Internet at home or at school - 88 percent in the US, 69 percent in the UK. One
in eight of those with Internet access has bought something online mainly CDs and music. In the US, 12- to 17-
year- olds spend an average of six hours a month online, according to Jupiter Research. One in six buys
things over the Internet, with CDs, books, games, videos and clothing the most popular items.

In most cases, parents pay for these purchases with credit cards, an arrangement that is often
unsatisfactory for them and their children: 'Pressing parents to spend online is less productive than
pressing on the high street. A child who sees a pair of shoes in a shop can usually pesuade the parent to buy
them. They're more likely to ask “Why'if you ask to spend some money online,’ says Mike Young of Mondex, the
electronic payments company.

One way to help them convert notes and coins into cybercash is through pre-paid cards such as
InternetCash in the US and Smart cards in the UK. Similar to those for pay-as-you-go mobile telephones, they are
sold in amounts such as £20 or $50 with a concealed 14-digit number that can be used to load the cash into an online
account.

English as a global language
English has ceased to be an "English language" in the sense of belonging only to people who
are ethnically English. Use of English is growing country-by-country internally and for international
communication. Most people learn English for practical rather than ideological reasons.

As decolonisation proceeded throughout the British Empire in the 1950s and 1960s, former
colonies often did not reject English but rather continued to use it as independent countries setting
their own language policies. For example, the view of the English language among many Indians has
gone from associating it with colonialism to associating it with economic progress, and English
continues to be an official language of India. English is also widely used in media and literature, and
the number of English language books published annually in India is the third largest in the world after
the US and UK. However English is rarely spoken as a first language, numbering only around a
couple hundred-thousand people, and less than 5% of the population speak fluent English in India.
David Crystal claimed in 2004 that, combining native and non-native speakers, India now has more
people who speak or understand English than any other country in the world, but the number of
English speakers in India is very uncertain, with most scholars concluding that the United States still
has more speakers of English than India.

Modern English, sometimes described as the first global lingua franca, is also regarded as the
first world language. English is the world's most widely used language in newspaper publishing, book
publishing, international telecommunications, scientific publishing, international trade, mass
entertainment, and diplomacy. English is, by international treaty, the basis for the required controlled
natural languages Seaspeak and Airspeak, used as international languages of seafaring and aviation.
English used to have parity with French & German in scientific research, but now it dominates that
field. It achieved parity with French as a language of diplomacy at the Treaty of Versailles
negotiations in 1919. By the time of the foundation of the United Nations at the end of World War Il,
English had become pre-eminent and is now the main worldwide language of diplomacy and
international relations. It is one of six official languages of the United Nations. Many other worldwide
international organisations, including the International Olympic Committee, specify English as a
working language or official language of the organisation.

dparmeHT TekcTa:

No other art form has had quite the impact on our lives that the motion pictures have. Indeed, the movies are
truly an art of our time — they were born and have come of age in the twentieth century, and they now demand the
serious consideration given to the other arts.

Everybody loves a story. Children mesmerized for hours before a television set watching cartoons they are
seeing for the fifth or sixth time, or long lines of shivering movie-goers outside a theater on a winter night,
convincingly demonstrate that truth. And today the love of story, as these examples suggest, is requited much more
often than not with a narrative told in visual images.

There can be no question about the supremacy of the visual image in the realm of story. The fact that images
and movies have many uses besides story-telling simply adds gratuitous evidence in support of the observation that
the life of the mind today receives its nourishment primarily from visual, rather than verbal sources.

Clearly, in terms of sheer quantity, visual narrative is the greatest aesthetic and educational force in the world
today, and the movies, the visual narrative media — qualify unchallenged as the art of our time.

No one has ever seriously doubted that the movies are a powerful force in contemporary life. Quite the contrary.
Their potential for propaganda purposes was immediately recognized and in some cases exploited. What has been
guestioned is the capacity of the movies for doing good. Youthful and perhaps too much a work horse in the
cultural market-place, they have been vulnerable to the charge that they are unable to awaken and refresh the
mind, that they cannot tap the deepest reaches of man's spiritual life and so, incapable of articulating anything of
consequence, are at best a rudimentary art.
