1) Epistemology is an area of philosophy that attempts to questions such as: What is
knowledge? Do we really have any? And how do we tell?

Some philosophers (skeptics) have insisted that we really have no knowledge at all. Some have claimed
that we obviously do, and the source of that knowledge is our experience of the world, i.e.
what is revealed through sense experience. These philosophers are known as empiricists. Others
(rationalists) have thought that sense experience can give us merely , hot knowledge.
Knowledge — as we have in math and logic—is attainable, but it comes through reason, not sensory
experience.

2) Ethicsis a of philosophy concerned primarily with value and obligation, and asks such
questions as: What actions are morally right? What is good? What sorts of persons should we strive to
be? There have been moral skeptics, i.e. those who there are any objective moral truths or any
such thing as knowledge in ethics. Or perhaps there are moral truths but they are relative to a society's
practices and beliefs. So that what is right in one society may be wrong in another. Some moral relativists
hold such views. Some philosophers who that there can be moral knowledge, claim that the
rightness and wrongness of actions are strictly a matter of the value of the action's . But many
philosophers think that an action's consequences, while important, are secondary to other factors in
determining right and wrong, factors such as whether the action is commanded by God or whether the
action is in accordance with certain basic moral principles. And, of course, there is the ever-perplexing
question: Why should we be moral?

An important area, closely connected with ethics, is political philosophy. Here the main questions are:

What is the nature of the state and the source of its ? What are its limits? Are there such
things as human rights? Should there be a world ?
3) Logic is mainly an to answer the question: What is correct reasoning? Logic is not so much a

separate branch of philosophy as it is, as Aristotle said, a prerequisite to doing any philosophy or, indeed,
any inquiry which involves reasoning. Whether we seek truth in metaphysics or in physics, in ethics or in
economics, the of good reasoning is paramount, and logic, which attempts to spell out the
principles of good reasoning, is universally valued.

Thus, Philosophy is a controversial subject which deals with the most fundamental aspects of reality and
value. Every area of inquiry and - from physics and mathematics through to art and history -
generates philosophical problems. Philosophers will debate the meaning of life and the meaning of
adverbs, the analysis of Divine foreknowledge and the analysis of colour, the nature of mathematics and
the nature of nuclear deterrence. Hardly any philosophical question has a ‘correct' answer agreed on by
all the qualified , but this does not mean that in philosophy anything goes. There are some very
good answers as well as some quite incompetent ones, and many in between.

1) As you know, the term philosophy comes from a Greek word that means, “love of wisdom”. Developing
this love requires studding the great philosophers throughout time. Study the ancient great philosophers
from to Nietzsche and Immanuel Kant. Many of the works by ancient philosophers are the
foundation for modern philosophical thought.

It is best to read these great philosophers through a course of study that helps you their patterns
of thought, methods of deduction and formulation of logic. A formal education in this regard can be
extremely helpful because a professor or teacher can guide you on the order of reading most conducive
to gaining a solid foundation in philosophy.

While reading these philosophers you should always read with a critical mind and how their thoughts

have every day applications. By tying your reading to current philosophical , your philosophical
study will have more impact. You should also take your time. Most philosophical texts are not written in a
manner conducive to speed-reading and may require multiple readings for true . When

reading ancient texts, keep in mind that many have contextual meaning that was important to the time in
which it was reading, but may not have the same meaning today.

2) Reading philosophy can give you a great foundation and preparation for philosophical debates and
discussions. From the time of the ancient Greeks, were an integral part of being a
philosopher. At times, the philosophical method was used to debate a topic, at times to develop a theory
and other times as a teaching method.

The basic philosophic texts are written in a similar manner of the verbal dialogue that is used in
philosophy. To debate in a philosophical manner, you should be prepared. Learn about the topic you will
be discussing and research it from various perspectives so you fully comprehend the topic matter. When
entering the philosophical dialogue determine that you will respect others, their options and take the time
to listen and analyze their position.

The best philosophers are great listeners. While you will respect each other, you must realize that
philosophical dialogue naturally leads to conflicts. This conflict, when handled properly, can be the basis
of a strong philosophical dialogue. Ask questions where appropriate to help draw conclusions and come
to a consensus. While not every philosophical dialogue will end up in a definite , the purpose
of the exercise is to discover truth.

3) Philosophers must be able to express their thoughts in multiple manners, especially in written form.
Written words can be reviewed easier and more thoroughly than those expressed verbally during a

. As many professional philosophers are also professors, they must use skills in writing to
publish papers in journals and other media outlets. Their ability to think may be requested to help shed
light on vexing problems in a community or discipline.

When writing about a philosophical topic, understand the topic completely. It is best to keep a question
that you want to answer in mind. This may require having one main question, or multiple smaller
guestions to cover the topic appropriately.

After determining a question, interpret the topic fairly, in the light of standard philosophical thought.
criticisms, draw conclusions and support your assertions through evidence and even
philosophical arguments. While your philosophical opinion can be expressed, you must provide amble
. Whenever possible, you should also present alternatives and pros and cons for
each side alternative presented.

Throughout your writing, make sure you use concrete language and write in a clear, concise manner in
order for your audience to understand you. Philosophers that write like an ancient philosopher will not be
able to reach a modern audience other than other philosophers.

Metaphysics is a systematic attempt to answer the question: What is reality? The ancient Greek
philosophers were very interested in this question and advanced a number of theories to try to
answer it. Some philosophers (materialists) have thought that reality is essentially material in
nature. Others (idealists) have claimed that reality is essentially mental or spiritual. For those who
believe the common sense view that both mind and matter are basic kinds of stuff comprising
reality, what is the connection between them? Do they interact, and if so, how? Or is the mind
really the same as the (material) brain? Can machines (computers) be conscious? Is there life
after death? Metaphysics also gives rise to the cosmic question: how did the universe come to
be, and why is there something rather than nothing? And closely connected to the question of the
nature of reality is the question of God's existence. Does reality include such a being, i.e. is there
a God? What is God like? And what is God's relation to the rest of reality? And if there is a God,
i.e. a being which is all-powerful, all-knowing and all-good - we encounter the problem of evil:

Metaphysics is a systematic attempt to answer the question: What is reality? The ancient Greek
philosophers were very interested in this question and advanced a number of theories to try to answer it.
Some philosophers (materialists) have thought that reality is essentially material in nature. Others
(idealists) have claimed that reality is essentially mental or spiritual. For those who believe the common
sense view that both mind and matter are basic kinds of stuff comprising reality, what is the connection
between them? Do they interact, and if so, how? Or is the mind really the same as the (material) brain?
Can machines (computers) be conscious? Is there life after death? Metaphysics also gives rise to the
cosmic question: how did the universe come to be, and why is there something rather than nothing? And
closely connected to the question of the nature of reality is the question of God's existence. Does reality
include such a being, i.e. is there a God? What is God like? And what is God's relation to the rest of
reality? And if there is a God, i.e. a being which is all-powerful, all-knowing and all-good - we encounter
the problem of evil: how can it be that evil exists? These questions concern the philosophy of religion.
