What Causes the Death of a Language?
By Sarah-Claire Jordan

Nothing is sadder in the linguistic community than witnessing the death of a
language and not being able to do anything about it. Of course, not many people really
know that a language can “die” in the first place. | know the first time | ever heard to a
language being referred to as “dead” was when | was pondering taking Latin in high
school. | asked someone what it meant, for a language to be dead, and they told me it
meant that no one speaks it anymore. This, unfortunately, is not what it takes for a
language to be considered dead or almost there.

The true definition of a dead language is one that has no native speakers left.
There are several different ways that it can happen, but the bottom line is that if there is
only one person left who speaks the language as their native tongue and fluently, then
the language has died. It doesn’t matter if there are still other members of the community
that understand the language or maybe speak a little bit of it. Even if there are elders in
the community who refuse to teach their native tongue to the younger generation, the
language is doomed as it won'’t survive to be passed on to a new generation as a native
language.
