What the
food looks like is more important than what it tastes like.

To sell food successfully, it must look appetising. Milk must look cold, bread must look freshly-baked, fruit
must look ripe and juicy.

Then the researchers told the other
group that mineral water was tap water. This second group said the water tasted a bit strange and not
very nice.

A food manufacturer was trying to decide whether to sell their product in a
glass jar or a can. He gave a group of people the same product in both a glass jar and a can, and asked
them to taste it.

ADVERTISING AS A CAREER

Most people think "advertising” is mainly or entirely concerned with the creative
process. In fact, only a relatively small number of the jobs available within the industry
are to be found in this area. While there is a considerable range of creative jobs, these
vary greatly in importance and remuneration.

Despite its glitzy reputation, by no means all advertising work is glamorous or highly
paid. On the other hand, it offers an extraordinary wide range of interesting different
jobs and career paths. And it's one of the recognized jumping-off points for posts in top
management later on.

It's also quite a small business in terms of numbers. Because of the small numbers it
employs, only a few of the many people who want to work in advertising succeed in
finding jobs in it. Also, the 'wastage rate' afterwards is rather high in some areas.

For gifted and determined people, on the other hand, it can be a particularly
satisfying career which also offers constant opportunities for advancement, or a change
of direction.

Just all advertising jobs demand an interest in people. This is more or less the only
common denominator. If you don't like people very much, advertising won't be your cup
of tea. The other qualifications depend on the specific job, which can call for very
different interests, aptitudes and temperaments.

Only a few exceptionally gifted creative people are employed in advertising agencies
to produce the major advertising campaigns. This apart, the skill sets and necessary

qualifications of writers and artists have to be considered separately.

Mass Communication, Mass Media, and Culture

We use all kinds of terms to talk about media. It will be useful to clarify them. It will be especially
important to distinguish between mass communication and mass media, and to attempt a
working definition of culture. You likely are reading this book as part of a class dedicated to
mass communication, so let's start with mass communication first. Note that adjective: mass.
Here is a horrible definition of mass from an online dictionary: Of, relating to, characteristic of,
directed at, or attended by a large number of people. But the definition gets the point across.
Communication can take place just between two people, or among a few people, or maybe
even within one person who is talking to himself. Mass communication is communication of,
relating to, characteristic of, directed at, or attended by a large number of people. That’s pretty
ugly. Let’s try the following: Mass communication refers to communication transmitted to large
segments of the population.

How does that happen? The transmission of mass communication happens using one or more
of many different kinds of media (people sometimes forget that media is the plural of the
singular, medium). A medium is simply an instrument or means of transmission. It can be two tin
cans connected by a string. It can be television. It can be the Internet. A mass medium is a
means of transmission designed to reach a wide audience. It is not tin cans on a string, unless
you have a lot of cans, but it can be television or the Internet. Media are more than one
medium. So mass media refers to those means of transmission that are designed to reach a
wide audience. Mass media are commonly considered to include radio, film, newspapers,
magazines, books, and video games, as well as Internet blogs, podcasts, and video sharing.

Lastly, let’'s define culture a bit more. All this mass communication over mass media takes place
among people in a particular time and place. Those people share ideas about reality and the
world and themselves. They act out those ideas daily in their lives, work, and creative
expressions, and they do so in ways that are different from other people in other places and
other times. We can use culture to refer to the acting out of these shared ideas.



One of the great scholars of culture, anthropologist Clifford Geertz, offered this definition. He
said, culture is “an historically transmitted pattern of meanings embodied in symbols, a system
of inherited conceptions expressed in symbolic forms by means of which men communicate,
perpetuate, and develop their knowledge about and their attitudes toward life” (1973, 89). That’s
difficult language, but you can get the idea—culture is historically transmitted knowledge and
attitudes toward life expressed in symbolic form. Or perhaps more simply, culture is the
expressed and shared values, attitudes, beliefs, and practices of a social group, organization, or
institution. It is OK if that still seems broad and fluid. Scholars too wrestle with the term because
it must capture so much. Culture should not be easy to define.

A FEW WORDS ABOUT CREATIVE STRATEGY

A nicely written defense of strategies was prepared by Howard Shank of Leo Burnett, as

it appears below:

"No matter how cleverly you write and visualize, the highest form of creativity in
advertising is the setting of real creative strategies. We must never forget it. It's what
builds this business. I'd like to tell you what a creative strategy is. But first, I'll suggest to
you some of the things it is not.

It is not just a sentence that says, "The advertising will convince people that our
product is the (tastiest) (freshest) (mildest) (hardest-working) (classiest) (fastest)

product in the store.



It is not the product of logic and analysis alone although they're part of how you get
there.

It is not aimed at robots but at human beings with hearts and guts as well as brains.

The real creative strategy is the one that relates product to yearnings. In all truth, the
process that leads to real creative strategies is the process that leads to inventions.

It involves the seeing of old facts in new relationships.

It involves the discovery of needs and wants in people that even the people may not
have discovered in themselves. (Hardly anyone knew he needed a telephone until A.G.
Bell came along.)

It also involves hard work. When you have a creative strategy problem on your plate,
you need to know everything about the product itself, about competitive products, about
the market: its habits, its attitudes, its demographics.

You need to study all the research you can get your hands on.

You need to ask questions until people hate to see you. You need, in short, to dig,
dig, dig.

If you are working on a new coffee, say, you will wind up knowing more about coffee

than you ever thought you wanted to know.

There is a very good reason why you must do this work if you are to invent real
creative strategies.

The job of your subconscious is to review and re-review everything you know about
a subject. It searches, even during your sleep, for new relationships between people
and products; searches, as | suggested earlier, for new combinations of old ideas;
searches for the new insight that can give even a very old product the right to ask for
new attention in the market

The purpose of real creative strategizing is simple and vital: the invention of a big
idea. | said earlier that this kind of creative strategy work is the highest form of creativity
in advertising.

| believe it wholeheartedly. What | believe in most of all is the synergism you create
when you couple a big idea with brilliant words and pictures. When you can do that
regularly, you can't help getting rich and famous. Not to mention happy in your work.
Responsibility for developing objectives and strategy lies at the agency, but before
execution can be initiated there must be approval from the client. The statement of

objectives and strategies should be complete but concise."



Some Final Thoughts about the Message Strategy

The statement of message tasks must cover four specific areas:
Whom to sell.

What to sell.
Support of selling idea.

Tone of selling idea.
For a message to be effective in accomplishing its tasks it must be:

Attention getting. It must attract and hold the receiver.

Understandable. It must use symbols that are common to both the sender and the
receiver.

Relevant. It must arouse basic needs and suggest the way to satisfy them.

Acceptable. It must suggest the solution that is compatible with the receiver.

In developing objectives and tasks, the manager must develop a coordinated
campaign, not just one or a series of messages. There must be continuity across all
messages so that consumers can learn more easily.

There is an advertising myth that anyone can write an advertisement.

Yes, anyone can put words on paper, add some clip art and call it advertising. In
fact, this stuff comes across our desks everyday. But will this type of advertising sell you
products or service? Will it give the image you want? Will you acquire new business
tomorrow because of the impression you make today? Perhaps. But most likely, all that
effort will go unnoticed. That's because poorly planned and executed advertisements
end up going nowhere, except in the trashcan.

On the other hand, a successful, well-written advertisement (be it print or electronic)
seldom wastes words or time. Instead, a good ad delivers a clear, concise message that
informs and persuades the reader. So how can you create an ad that will deliver the
message you want? Here are a few suggestions that work:

Write your ad from the reader's point of view, not yours. Benefits are stressed, not
features you're proud of. Keep your language simple. You can easily lose your reader
by using unnecessary shoptalk. Inform your reader, honestly. Avoid overstatements
(that is, hyper). Instead use enthusiastic, persuasive words.

Finally, make it easy for your reader to respond. There's no sense in writing an ad if

you don't ask for the sale.
