Newspapers have existed in Britain since 1621. But for over 300 years they were written and read
by only a tiny minority. 1 The Daily Mail, which is still running today, was the mother of
the modern tabloid, and the beginning of a whole new subculture in the British press. Today more
than twice as many tabloids are sold than the so-called “quality press” titles such as The Times or
The Guardian.

Originally, the word tabloid referred to the size and format. 2 But today, for most people,
the word tabloid has nothing to do with shape and size. What makes a tabloid a tabloid is content,
and, above all, style. The tabloids follow a special formula: they report the news, sure, but only
certain kinds. 3 scandals, murder and disasters all are described in detail, but the
details of political and economic life just don’t appear. Tabloids dedicate most of their pages to
stories about celebrities. 4 However, the tabloids are not simply an irritation for
celebrities; they are also a vehicle for self-promotion, a means of gaining popularity.

Though they have millions of devoted readers, tabloids are also widely criticized in Britain. They
are accused of being sensationalist, hypocritical, in bad taste, and of having no ethical standards
in their reporting methods. 5 Their “research” methods are totally unethical. They will
tap people’s phones, follow them on holiday, and even break into their houses in order to get a
story. 6 As a consequence of this attitude, many people believe that it was the
tabloids, and the paparazzi, which caused the tragic death of Princess Diana.

So why on earth does Britain, which has access to the best press agencies and the highest
journalistic standards, consume tabloids like chocolate? 7 Tabloids are not actually
about news at all; tabloids are just about gossip. And we all know that when it comes to gossip,
what matters is not what is true or what is kind, but what is entertaining and what is funny. The
more in bad taste a story is, the funnier it seems. And bad taste is what the British tabloids have
made into an art.

Mass Communication, Mass Media, and Culture

We use all kinds of terms to talk about media. It will be useful to clarify them. It will be especially
important to distinguish between mass communication and mass media, and to attempt a working
definition of culture. You likely are reading this book as part of a class dedicated to mass
communication, so let’s start with mass communication first. Note that adjective: mass. Here is a
horrible definition of mass from an online dictionary: Of, relating to, characteristic of, directed at,
or attended by a large number of people. But the definition gets the point across. Communication
can take place just between two people, or among a few people, or maybe even within one
person who is talking to himself. Mass communication is communication of, relating to,
characteristic of, directed at, or attended by a large number of people. That’s pretty ugly. Let’s try
the following: Mass communication refers to communication transmitted to large segments of the
population.

How does that happen? The transmission of mass communication happens using one or more of
many different kinds of media (people sometimes forget that media is the plural of the singular,
medium). A medium is simply an instrument or means of transmission. It can be two tin cans
connected by a string. It can be television. It can be the Internet. A mass medium is a means of



transmission designed to reach a wide audience. It is not tin cans on a string, unless you have a
lot of cans, but it can be television or the Internet. Media are more than one medium. So
mass media refers to those means of transmission that are designed to reach a wide
audience. Mass media are commonly considered to include radio, film, newspapers,
magazines, books, and video games, as well as Internet blogs, podcasts, and video
sharing.

Lastly, let’s define culture a bit more. All this mass communication over mass media takes place
among people in a particular time and place. Those people share ideas about reality and the
world and themselves. They act out those ideas daily in their lives, work, and creative
expressions, and they do so in ways that are different from other people in other places and other
times. We can use culture to refer to the acting out of these shared ideas.

One of the great scholars of culture, anthropologist Clifford Geertz, offered this definition. He said,
culture is “an historically transmitted pattern of meanings embodied in symbols, a system of
inherited conceptions expressed in symbolic forms by means of which men communicate,
perpetuate, and develop their knowledge about and their attitudes toward life” (1973, 89). That’s
difficult language, but you can get the idea—culture is historically transmitted knowledge and
attitudes toward life expressed in symbolic form. Or perhaps more simply, culture is the
expressed and shared values, attitudes, beliefs, and practices of a social group, organization, or
institution. It is OK if that still seems broad and fluid. Scholars too wrestle with the term because it
must capture so much. Culture should not be easy to define.

What does a journalist do?



The main intention of those working in the journalism profession is to provide their readers and
audiences with accurate, reliable information they need to function in society.

There are many different jobs in journalism. For instance, a news journalist might be involved
with:

Researching stories. Newspaper, magazine and web stories require research before writing. All
writers have to conduct research and gather information before they can start writing. Journalists
use three tools to gather information for stories: observation, interview and background research.

Writing hard news and feature stories. Hard news stories are short, very timely and focus on
telling you what's just happened starting with the most important thing first. Feature stories, on the
other hand, are not as timely, yet need a topical news peg (raison d'etre or reason for existence).
Newspaper and Web features, and magazine articles, are more in-depth and less rigidly
structured. They might be interviews, travel reports, how-to articles, profiles, tear jerkers, etc.

Shooting photographs and video. Photojournalists in print and on the air use their still and moving
images to tell a story with very few words. Multitasking is more and more a part of life in media,
which makes photography a useful skill for writers to have.

Editing stories. Editors prepare and improve the work of other people. They correct grammar
errors and straighten out organizational issues. They write headlines and make sure the
publication has a consistent style. At many publications, copy editors are an endangered species
and journalists are expected to get it right the first time with no safety net.

Checking facts. Newspapers rarely employ people to check facts in articles. Magazines still do
check facts, but it's becoming less common.

Planning issues. Editors are responsible for all the content in a newspaper, magazine or website.
As journalists advance upward in job responsibility, they do less actual writing and more planning
and management of other writers, editors and designers.

Laying out pages. Editors design and lay out pages mixing copy written by reporters with photos
shot by photographers and other art. At smaller papers, reporters sometimes lay out pages in
addition to writing the copy for them and shooting the photos for them. Magazine editors, on the
other hand, usually have an art department to design pages. Whoever designs it, layout is
accomplished using software such as Quark XPress and Adobe InDesign. Ability to use those
programs is a valuable skill for a journalist.

Media messages

Thinking more deeply, we can recognize that certain media are better at certain roles. Media have
characteristics that influence how we use them. While some forms of mass media are better
suited to entertainment, others make more sense as a venue for spreading information. For
example, in terms of print media, books are durable and able to contain lots of information, but
are relatively slow and expensive to produce. In contrast, newspapers are comparatively cheaper
and quicker to create, making them a better medium for the quick turnover of daily news.
Television provides vastly more visual information than radio, and is more dynamic than a static
printed page; it can also be used to broadcast live events to a nationwide audience, as in the
annual State of the Union addresses given by the U.S. president. However, it is also a one-way
medium—that is, it allows for very little direct person-to-person communication. In contrast, the
Internet encourages public discussion of issues and allows nearly everyone who wants a voice to
have one. However, the Internet is also largely unmoderated and uncurated. Users may have to
wade through thousands of inane comments or misinformed amateur opinions in order to find
guality information.

As mentioned at the start of this chapter, the 1960s media theorist Marshall McLuhan took these
ideas one step further, with the phrase “the medium is the message.” McLuhan emphasized that
each medium delivers information in a different way and that content is fundamentally shaped by
that medium. For example, although television news has the advantage of offering video and live
coverage, making a story come vividly alive, it is also a faster-paced medium. That means stories
get reported in different ways than print. A story told on television will often be more visual, have
less information, and be able to offer less history and context than the same story covered in a
monthly magazine. This feature of media technology leads to interesting arguments. For example,
some people claim that television presents “dumbed down” information. Others disagree. In an
essay about television’s effects on contemporary fiction, writer David Foster Wallace scoffed at
the “reactionaries who regard TV as some malignancy visited on an innocent populace, sapping
IQs and compromising SAT scores while we all sit there on ever fatter bottoms with little
mesmerized spirals revolving in our eyes...Treating television as evil is just as reductive and silly
as treating it like a toaster with pictures.”
