These include documentaries
on a wide range of topics such as animal behavior, geography, history, or art. They also
include a wide variety of instructional programs such as cooking, home decorating, or
investing. Some children's programs are also educational, teaching children to count or
recognize words, or introducing them to different societies and cultures. The media can
provide important community information in the form of warnings.
