The notion of Internet-based learning is narrower in meaning than Web-based learning. Web,
being not only one of the Internet services that uses unified document format (HTML),
browsers, hypertext, and unified resource locator (URL) is based on the HTTP protocol. The
Internet is the largest network in the world comprised of thousands of the interconnected
computer networks (national, regional, commercial, and organizational).
