For centuries, people have been coming to New York City for its rich history, its exciting theater
and culture, and endless opportunities for sightseeing and adventure. Let's take a peek at some of its
history first.

As every schoolchild knows, Europe’s wish to trade with the East inspired the explorations that
discovered the New World. Giovanni da Verrazzano and Henry Hudson were among the first Europeans
to visit the New York harbour.

As a result of Hudson’s voyage, by 1626 a settlement called New Amsterdam was established
there. It was not the first Dutch settlement in North America, but the advantages of its location made it
extremely valuable.

In 1664, the British seized New Amsterdam from the Dutch and gave it a new name: New York
City. For the next century, the population of New York City grew larger and more diverse: It included
immigrants from the Netherlands, England, France and Germany; and African slaves.

During the 1760s and 1770s, the city was a center of anti-British activity. However, the city was
also strategically important, and the British tried to seize it almost as soon as the Revolutionary War
began.

In August 1776, despite the best efforts of George Washington’s Continental Army, New York
City fell to the British. It served as a British military base until 1783.

The city recovered quickly from the war, and by 1810 it was one of the nation’s most important
ports. It played a particularly significant role in the cotton economy. Finally, New York City became the
trading capital of the nation.

Meanwhile, increasing number of immigrants, first from Germany and Ireland during the 1840s
and 50s and then from Southern and Eastern Europe, changed the face of the city. They settled in
distinct ethnic neighborhoods, started businesses, joined trade unions and political organizations and
built churches and social clubs

Contrary to the conventional idea that Americans fully support the death penalty the latest
national opinion poll shows that more Americans prefer alternative sentences that guarantee both
protection and punishment instead of the death penalty. Since its reintroduction in 1976 the death
penalty has brought little but frustration to both proponents and opponents alike. The evidence of racism,
of innocent defendants, of costs and delay continue to play this country’s recent experiment with the
punishment of death. The failure of executions to achieve more than controversy has raised a question:
could America live without the death penalty or there are alternatives to deal with the types of criminals
who are currently sentenced to death. Would the American people be satisfied with those alternatives?

The results of a new national poll demonstrate that Americans are willing to give up the death
penalty if certain stringent punishments are enforced. Support for the death penalty drops significantly
when respondents are given a choice between capital punishment and sentences which assure lengthy
imprisonment and compensation for the family of the victim. Only 41% of the population which choose
the death penalty over a sentence of life without parole coupled with restitution to the victim’s family.
However, what is important to highlight is that the length of sentences which people would support over
the death penalty are already in place and functioning in most of the United States. 45 states plus the
District of Columbia presently employ a life sentence in which there is no possibility of parole for at least
25 years. Yet parole information is often withheld from jurors and the use of these severe sentences is
unknown to most of the public.

From all indication America could be safer without the death penalty and would at the same time
save an enormous amount of money. Judging by the crime rates in those states that have abolished
capital punishment and instituted alternative sentences the absence of the death penalty would cause no
rise in murder rate. Murderers would not be released after serving only 7 years. Hundreds of millions of
dollars and thousands of hours of court time would be saved by replacing the death penalty with
alternative sentences. The money saved could be devoted to crime prevention measures which really do
reduce crime and violence and thus are the true alternatives to the death penalty.

He was a mass murderer who offered a message of hate -- an
insistence that Muslims had to take up arms against the West, and that violence against men, women
and children was the only path to change. He rejected democracy and individual rights for Muslims in
favor of violent extremism; his agenda focused on what he could destroy -- not what he could build.

Bin Laden and his murderous vision won some adherents. But even before his death, al Qaeda
was losing its struggle for relevance, as the overwhelming majority of people saw that the slaughter of
innocents did not answer their cries for a better life. By the time we found bin Laden, al Qaeda's agenda
had come to be seen by the vast majority of the region as a dead end, and the people of the Middle East
and North Africa had taken their future into their own hands.
