Light pollution from street lamps linked to insect loss

Scientists say light pollution may be contributing to '""worrying' declines in insects seen in
recent decades.



In a UK study, artificial street lights were found to disrupt the behaviour of nocturnal moths,
reducing caterpillars numbers by half.

Modern LED streetlights appeared to have the biggest impact.

There is growing evidence that insect populations are shrinking due to the likes of climate
change, habitat loss and pesticides.

Factors are complex and varied, including the steady loss of forests, heathlands, meadows and
marshes, overuse of pesticides, climate change and pollution of rivers and lakes.

The use of artificial lights at night-time has been proposed as another driver of insect decline,
although the scale remains unclear.

The researchers say their study, published in Science Advances, is the strongest evidence yet that
light pollution can have detrimental impacts on local insect populations, with consequences for
the birds and other wildlife that rely on caterpillars for food.

"In a local setting we can now be quite confident that light pollution is important, but what's less
clear is if we're looking at a whole landscape," said lead researcher Douglas Boyes of the UK
Centre for Ecology & Hydrology.

"If insects are in trouble - as we believe they are, and have evidence to support that - perhaps we
should be doing all we can to reduce these negative influences."

The researchers think street lights may deter nocturnal moths from laying their eggs or put the
insects at risk of being spotted and consumed by predators such as bats.

In turn, caterpillars that are born under streetlights, particularly LEDs, alter their feeding habits.
But there are practical solutions that don't compromise public safety, they say, including
dimming streetlights in the early hours, fitting motion sensors or using colour filters to cut out
the most harmful wavelengths.

In the study, experts from the charity, Butterfly Conservation, Newcastle University and the UK
Centre for Ecology & Hydrology surveyed caterpillars on stretches of grassland and hedgerows
at the sides of roads in southern England.

Each of 26 sites with streetlights in Oxfordshire, Berkshire and Buckinghamshire was compared
with a similar stretch of unlit road nearby.

Surveys showed a reduction of caterpillars by about half in lit areas (47% reduction in
hedgerows; 33% in grass margins).

In a second experiment, lighting rigs were set up in fields. They found a reduction in caterpillars
under LED lights, suggesting an effect on feeding behaviour.

Scientists are increasingly concerned about the decline of some populations of insects.

One scientific review of insect numbers in 2019 pointed to 40% of species undergoing "dramatic
rates of decline" around the world.

The study said bees, ants and beetles were disappearing eight times faster than mammals, birds
or reptiles, while other species, such as houseflies and cockroaches, were likely to boom.

The loss of insects has far-reaching consequences for entire ecosystems.

Insects provide a food source for many birds, amphibians, bats and reptiles, while plants rely on
insects for pollination.

Three people wounded in Paris knife attack at railway station
Police arrest man who was reportedly tackled by passengers after leaving three victims
with non-life-threatening injuries

A man has been arrested after three people were stabbed at a busy railway station in Paris.

Reports suggested the alleged attacker was first tackled by passengers and a security agent at the
Gare de Lyon just before 8am on Saturday, before officers arrived at the scene. Police said early
indications suggested the attack was not terrorism-related.

The three victims, who were in the station’s lower level hall number three, sustained non-life-
threatening injuries. Two were taken to hospital, where one was said to have a serious wound.



French media reported that the arrested man, who was allegedly carrying a knife and a hammer,
was originally from Mali and had shown police an Italian driving licence during his arrest.

Le Figaro said the man, 32, had tried to set fire to his backpack before police arrived. The paper
quoted a police source saying he appeared to have “psychological difficulties”.

“The profile is of someone who is a mix of homeless person and person with psychiatric
troubles,” a police source told the paper.

The interior minister, Gérald Darmanin, wrote on X: “This morning at the Gare de Lyon an
individual injured three people with a knife before being arrested. One person is seriously
injured; two others suffered less serious injuries. They were treated by the emergency services.
Thank you to those who restrained the perpetrator of this unacceptable act.”

Police have opened an official investigation into the attack.

There have been several knife attacks in the French capital in the past year. In December a 26-
year-old French man stabbed a German tourist to death near the Eiffel Tower. Darmanin said at
the time there had been a “failure” in the suspect’s psychiatric treatment.

In January last year, six people were injured in a knife attack at the Gare du Nord in Paris. The
attacker was shot three times by police.

The Gare de Lyon is one of six mainline railway stations in Paris. It serves national trains to the
south-east of France and international links to Switzerland, Italy and Spain. It is also a hub for
suburban train services and the Paris Metro.

Rishi Sunak’s Al safety summit appears slick — but look closer and alarm
bells start ringing

The prime minister wants progress on this tech to be his legacy, but in truth he is

failing to equip us for the challenges it brings

The UK’s Al safety summit opens at Bletchley Park this week, and is the passion project of
Rishi Sunak: a prime minister desperate for a good news story as his government looks down the
barrel of a crushing election defeat.

Sunak appears to want progress on Al to become his lasting legacy. Last week, he delivered a
speech about the risks of Al if weaponised by terrorists and cybercriminals, and published a
series of documents on “frontier AI”, an industry term for generative Al tools such as ChatGPT
and DALL-E. He even unveiled a UK Al safety institute.

The message was clear. The slick — albeit very behind in the polls — Stanford MBA grad who
likes to holiday in California had, to use a favoured phrase of his, “got to grips” with the
problem. The British people, according to Sunak, “should have peace of mind that we’re
developing the most advanced protections for Al of any country in the world”.

And now the summit. Sunak has lured 100 leading lights from the world of Al to Bletchley Park,
including representatives from the world’s biggest tech companies and leaders from across the
globe. But — and this is a big but — there are precious few civil society representatives, much to
the annoyance of more than 100 signatories of an open letter published on Monday, who have
warned the meeting will achieve little with such a narrow guest list.

It’s hard to disagree with them. The agenda for the summit goes heavy on the existential risks of
a Terminator-style Al gaining super-intelligent sentience. But many of the academics and
campaigners who have been studying the space for longer than it has been Sunak’s hobbyhorse,
and who will be only watching the livestream because they weren’t invited to the party, say that
risk is a strawman designed to distract from the bigger issues inherent with Al.

There are more pressing problems, they warn. One is misrepresentation and bias against
minorities. Type “doctor” or “CEO” into a generative Al image creator and you’ll be shown a



row of middle-aged, white male faces. And with the government saying it wants police forces to
integrate surveillance Al into its operations, those issues of representation have real-world
ramifications.

The other hole in the event’s agenda is AI’s environmental impact, which has a massive drain on
our planet’s natural resources. The use of power by Al is likely to eclipse that of many large
countries in a matter of years, and yet it is paid only lip service in the discussion paper.

The terminology used in the materials to promote the event, with its mention of frontier Al, feels
heavily skewed towards the status quo. It echoes the name of the Frontier Model Forum, a
talking shop for the tech industry, and a body hastily put together to make it seem like it is self-
policing to try to ward off regulation. The use of industry language suggests Sunak will remain
supine in the face of big tech’s latest innovation. In many ways, it is no surprise. The prime
minister has made no bones about the fact he wants to encourage tech companies to develop Al
within the UK, hoping to reap the benefits it can offer the economy. He has also hinted he won’t
nag them too much about safety. In fact, Sunak is so keen to buddy up to the tech representatives
that he’s hanging out with Musk on X, formerly Twitter, in a livestreamed event after the
conclave.

I’ve spent the last year speaking to experts in the field for a book on the enormous impact this
wave of Al will have on our lives that will be published next year. And in the past month, I have
seen UK government representatives boast about the central role Britain will have in regulating
the technology in the years to come. I sat in a conference hall in Amsterdam watching Viscount
Camrose, the UK minister for Al and intellectual property, call the summit “historic”. Last week
I watched a livestream of the deputy prime minister, Oliver Dowden, hyping up the event.

But I’ve seen who’s on the tech companies’ side of the table. I’ve seen who’s on the
government’s side. And I’ve seen the fierce intelligence of the people who have been left out of
the summit, in the cold this November. I’'m not holding my breath for positive results and a new
Al accord that meets the challenges we face.
