Law reform

The law cannot remain static because it must reflect the social, economic and moral values and
needs of the society it regulates. As these develop and change, so must the law.

There are several aspects of law reform. At the most obvious level, the law may need reform-
ing because it produces results which are contrary to common sense or unfair. This can arise from de-
fects (imperfections) in the substantive law, or defects in procedural law, or both. Substantive law is
connected with rights and wrongs and with remedies for their violation. Procedural law is concerned with
the process by which remedies are made available. Sometimes there is no clear distinguishing line be-
tween substantive and procedural law: thus the definition of a criminal offence, including the maximum
punishment prescribed, is substantive law, but indictment is procedural. ...Reformers have said over the
years that the law ought to be simple, intelligible, certain, well arranged, adequately indexed and put
into a j physical form that will allow copies to be available in public libraries as well as in courts and offices.

British law comes from two main sources: laws made in Parliament (usually drawn up by government
departments and lawyers), and Common Law, which is based on previous judgements and customs. Just as
there is no written constitution, so England and Wales have no criminal code or civil code and the interpretation
of the law is based on what has happened in the past. The laws which are made in Parliament are interpreted
by the courts, but changes in the law itself are made in Parliament.

The most common type of law court in England and Wales is the magistrates' court. There are 700
magistrates' courts and about 30,000 magistrates.

More serious criminal cases then go to the Crown Court, which has 90 branches in different_towns and
cities. Civil cases (for example, divorce or bankruptcy cases) are dealt with in County courts.

Appeals are heard by higher courts. For example, appeals from magistrates' courts are heard in the
Crown Court, unless they are appeals on points of law. The highest court of appeal in England and Wales is the
House of Lords. (Scotland has its own High Court in Edinburgh, which hears all appeals from Scottish courts.)
Certain cases may be referred to the European Court of Justice in Luxemburg . In addition, individuals have
made the British Government change its_practices in a number of areas as a result of petitions to the European
Court of Humane Rights. The legal system also includes juvenile courts (which deal with offenders under seven-
teen) and coroners' (which investigate violent, sudden or unnatural deaths). There are administrative tribunals
which make quick, cheap and fair decisions with much less formality. Tribunals deal — with professional stand-
ards, disputes between individuals and government departments (for example, over taxation).

Criminal law is concerned with wrongful acts harmful to the community.

Civil law is concerned with individuals' rights, duties and obligations towards one another.

Common law systems

Common law, or case law systems, particularly that of England, differ from Continental law in having de-
veloped gradually throughout history, not as the result of government attempts to define or codify every legal
relation. Customs and court rulings have been as important as statutes (government legislation). Judges do
not merely apply the law, in some cases they make law, since their interpretations may become prece-
dents for other courts to follow.

Before William of Normandy invaded England in 1066, law was administered by a series of local
courts and no" law was common to the whole kingdom. The Norman Kings sent traveling judges around the
country and gradually a "common law" developed, under the authority of three common law courts in London.
Judges dealt with both criminal cases and civil disputes between individuals. Although local and ancient customs



played their part, uniform application of the law throughout the country was promoted by the gradual devel-
opment of the doctrine of precedent.

By this principle, judges attempted to apply existing customs and laws to each new case, rather
than looking to the government to write new laws. If the essential elements of a case were the same as
those of 'previous recorded cases, then the judge was bound to reach the same decision regarding guilt or
innocence. If no precedent could be found, then the judge made a decision based upon existing legal princi-
ples, and his decision would become a precedent for other courts, to follow when a similar case arose.
The doctrine of precedent is still a central feature of modern common law systems.. Courts are bound by
the decisions of previous courts unless it can be shown that the facts differ front previous cases. Sometimes
governments make new laws—statutes—to modify or clarify the common law, or to make rules where none
existed before. But even statutes often need to be interrupted by the courts in order to fit particular cas-
es, and these interpretations become new precedents. In common law systems, the law is, thus, found
not only in government statutes, but also in the historical records of cases.

Another important feature of the common law tradition is equity. By the fourteenth century many
people in England were dissatisfied with the inflexibility of the common law, and a practice developed of
appealing directly to the king or to his chief legal administrator, the lord chancellor. As the lord chancellor's
court became more willing to modify existing common law in order to solve disputes; a new system of law
developed alongside the common law. This system recognized rights that were not enforced as common
law but which were considered "equitable," or just, such-as the right to force someone to fulfill a contract ra-
ther than simply pay damages for breaking it, or the rights of a beneficiary of a trust.

WHY DO WE NEED TO PAY TAXES?

Oliver Wendell Holmes, former Justice of the United States Supreme Court, said: «Taxes are
what we pay for a civilized society». In some respects, a «civilized society» is the rationale for govern-
ment in the first place. Taxes are simply the preferred method of paying for common Defense and general
Welfare of the state.

Although people work hard to meet their needs and the needs of their families, there are some
things they cannot purchase themselves. For example, the taxes paid to state and local jurisdictions help
pay for police and fire protection, pensions and social funds, utilities and community services. These tax-
es also pay for the operation of the local governments, and for local recreation areas such as parks, gar-
dens and other public facilities.

On the national level, Federal income taxes help pay for defense of the country, the army and mil-
itary needs. They also pay for capital facilities such as highways, railway stations, airports and other
transportation services and help those who are poor or ill. These are all services that individual citizens
cannot purchase the way they can buy food and clothing and the other necessities of life. When people
live together in a society, all of its citizens must bear the cost of providing such services. Taxes are the
means by which the society raises the money to cover these public costs.

Taxes perform another important role besides funding government activities. Taxes also provide
citizens with basic information regarding the total price for those activities. Government has become a
dominant factor in our economy, absorbing significant resources for its purposes and redirecting many



more resources through its regulatory policies and through a mixture of taxation and spending programs
that remove resources from some areas to transfer those resources to other areas.
