In the eighteenth century, there was much economic development. The linen
industry flourished, particularly in Ulster, and Irish wool, beef, butter and pork
were important exports. The Protestant Ascendancy came to see itself as the
Irish nation and developed a vigorous and distinctive parliamentary tradition.
Sustained Irish emigration began in the eighteenth century, as many thousands
of Ulster Presbyterians and a lesser number of Catholics departed for the New
World.

The developing dispute between Britain and her colonies in North America
from 1760s helped create a tradition of radical patriotism. In 1782 Irish
Parliament founded, making Ireland a separate kingdom. In 1791 the Society of
United Irishmen started, inspired by the French Revolution and strongly
supported by the Northern Presbyterians in bid to reform the system of
government.

In 1798 the United Irishmen staged an insurrection in lIreland, with the
objective of establishing an independent Irish republic in which all religions
would be equal though the rebellion was marked by some episodes of sectarian
violence. This rebellion against English rule was quelled quickly and savagely.
The Act of Union of 1800 abolished Irish Parliament, created a full parliamentary

Union between Britain and Ireland and, consequently, imposed direct English
rule over the whole of Ireland.




In 1829, thanks to Daniel O’Connell, Catholic Emancipation removed most
disabilities against Catholics in Ireland. Catholics, led by Daniel O’Connell, won
the right to sit in parliament.

By this time however, Britain and Ireland were moving apart, especially in
economic and demographic terms. As Britain industrialised and urbanised,
Ireland, outside Ulster, in effect de-industrialised, with the bulk of its rapidly
growing population becoming ever more dependent on the potato for
sustenance. In 1846 the first potato crop failure took place. In the late 1840s, as
a result of the wholesale failure of the potato crop in successive years, a terrible
famine occurred: one million people died and a further million fled Ireland.
Within ten years (1846-56) the population had fallen by a quarter (8 million to 6
million), and would fall further as emigration became a dominant feature of Irish
society.

And in an increasingly militarized atmosphere, private paramilitary armies
(the Ulster Volunteer Force and the Irish Volunteers) marched and drilled, and
hostilities between the two were only averted by the outbreak of the First World
War and the consequent postponement of Home Rule. The war changed
everything: in 1916 a republic was declared in Dublin and an armed insurrection
took place. This Easter Rising, which initially enjoyed little public support, was
suppressed. Although it was put down within a week by the British authorities,
the execution of most of its leaders had a dramatic long-term effect on Irish
public opinion. Its supporters, capitalizing on public revulsion at the execution of
its leaders, and on opposition to the introduction of military conscription to
Ireland in the First World War, were successful in the General Election of 1918,
when they swept aside the Irish Parliamentary Party who had campaigned for
Home Rule.

It was Sinn Fein that had an overwhelming victory in Ireland in British general
election. Sinn Fein(‘Ourselves’), the election victors, set up the first Dail
(Parliament) led by Eamon de Valera in 1919. There were some attempts to put
down the organization but they brought about the War of National
Independence. In 1920 six out of nine Ulster counties were granted their own
Parliament in Belfast.

In 1921 an Anglo-Irish Treaty gave twenty-six counties of Ireland Dominion
status within the Commonwealth. Setting up of the Irish Free State in 1922 was
followed by a short but savage civil war between those who accepted the treaty
as offering effective self-government and those who held out for a full republic.
Despite its brevity, the Civil war was to color attitudes and determine political
allegiances for decades. The war was finished in 1923.

®PparmeHT TekcTa:

A subset of Alexandrian scholarship which has garnered long-held fascination does not center
upon a success, but rather a failure: that is, the divide in his court which emerged during his
Asiatic campaigns. Such a divide, though incited by a number of grievances, was notably
influenced by Alexander’s efforts to mimic, assimilate to, and integrate elements of the Persian
court and military into his Macedonian empire. Biographers from Plutarch to Green have
attempted to unearth Alexander’s objectives with this Persianization, and to varying success:
some claim it was a unified empire (Green 1991: 373) while others label it a unified mankind. In
any case, it may be agreed that Persianization was the means to an end — indeed, an end which
Alexander must have thought justified its controversial means; and controversial they were.ln 324
BC tensions erupted with the mutiny at Opis, which was incited when Alexander proposed to
recruit ten thousand Persian soldiers to replace those Macedonians who were wounded or
elderly. One must note that prior to this, six years of Persianizing policy had passed without
active mutiny. Why, for those six years, did Alexanders men remain silent despite the
aforementioned divide? In examining three episodes of attempted Persianization — the
proskynesis, the installation of the office of the Chiliarch, and the Opis mutiny itself — the
creation of an atmosphere of intimidation in Alexander’s court will prove to have contributed

greatly to the men’s silence, and thus the making of Opis as a singular phenomenon.

CDparmeHT TeKCTa:
Before World War Il it was stated fairly, “The sun never set on the British Empire.” For decades, this was true: the
British colonial Empire touched all corners of the globe. After the War concluded, however, a worldwide process of
decolonization commenced in which Britain granted independence to all of its major colonies, beginning notably in
India. The British decision to grant independence to India arose primarily out of necessity; however, Gandhi’s
successful social movements also inspired a fundamental change in the perceptions of colonial power that
eventually led to the collapse of the British Colonial Empire.
In India there were numerous uprisings and conflicts that erupted over the course of the centuries long British
occupation, but it wasn’t until Mohandas “Mahatma” Gandhi’s social efforts, beginning in India from 1915-1920 and
onward, that a popular vision for India began to spread among ordinary Indians.1 At the time, Gandhi had only
recently returned from South Africa where he had stayed for more than twenty years, as the “voice and conscience
of thousands” of racially subjugated Indians.2 Upon his return to India, Gandhi advocated for Indians to boycott
British institutions and products in a non-violent way; this movement was ultimately known as “Swadeshi.” Because
of these efforts Gandhi became wildly popular; when Jawaharlal Nehru—the first Prime Minister of independent
India—gave his famous Independence speech in 1947, he called Gandhi “The Father of our Nation who... held
aloft the torch of freedom and lighted up the darkness that surrounded us.”3 Gandhi’s momentum reached a peak
during World War Il and consequently caused great strain on Britain, forcing them to recognize the significance of
the Swadeshi movement.
