'‘Excellent. We should take this,' said the boy's mother, 26-year-old Junko Shibata, who seemed happy
to pay ¥185,000 (nearly US$1,500) for the toy.

The cat, which has 15 electric motors inside it, sounds like a real cat, moves its body and responds to
the people around it.

Omron Corp, a major Japanese maker of robots and automated equipment, has decided to start de-
veloping digital animals as toys. The firm launched the new cat in November.

'‘Our robot cat may be too pricey, but this is our first product in the market of robot pets. We want to
find out who really wants our product,’ said Toshihiro Tashima, who leads Omron's project on electric
pets.

At the toy shop in Tokyo, most visitors said they would like to bring home such toys, and hope that
prices will drop.

A report says that by 2010 personal robots will have a 50.2% market share of the entire Japanese
robot market. This will be almost double the share for robots for industrial use (28.4%). The boom of var-
ious robots for personal and family use in Japan started in 1999 when Sony Corp launched its popular
series of Aibo robot pets.

The market has since grown steadily with newcomers such as a man-like robot that can walk down
the stairs and electric fish that can swim.

British law comes from two main sources: laws made in Parliament (usually drawn up by government

departments and lawyers), and Common Law, which is based on previous judgements and customs.

Just as there is no written constitution, so England and Wales have no criminal code or civil code and

the interpretation of the law is based on what has happened in the past. The laws which are made in

Parliament are interpreted by the courts, but changes in the law itself are made in Parliament.

The most common type of law court in England and Wales is the magistrates' court. There are 700 mag-

istrates' courts and about 30,000 magistrates.

More serious criminal cases then go to the Crown Court, which has 90 branches in different_towns and

cities. Civil cases (for example, divorce or bankruptcy cases) are dealt with in County courts.

The highest court of appeal in England and

Wales is the House of Lords. (Scotland has its own High Court in Edinburgh, which hears all appeals

from Scottish courts.)

addition, individuals have made the British Government change its_practices in a number of areas as a



result of petitions to the European Court of Humane Rights. The legal system also includes juvenile
courts (which deal with offenders under seventeen) and coroners' (which investigate violent, sudden or
unnatural deaths). There are administrative tribunals which make quick, cheap and fair decisions with
much less formality. Tribunals deal — with professional standards, disputes between individuals and
government departments (for example, over taxation).

In the opinion of many people, the law is a necessary evil that should be used only when everyday, in-
formal ways of settling disputes break down. When we buy a train ticket a lawyer may tell us it repre-
sents a contract with legal obligations, but to most of us it is just a ticket that gets us on the train. If our
neighbor plays loud music late at night, we probably try to discuss the matter with him rather than con-
sulting the police, lawyers or the courts.

In some societies, such as the United States, precise writ-
ten contracts, lawyers and courts of law have become apart of daily life, whereas in others, such as Ja-
pan, lawyers are few and people tend to rely on informal ways of solving disagreements. It is interesting
that two highly industrialized societies should be so different in this respect.

On the whole it seems that people all over the world are becoming more and more accustomed to using
legal means to regulate their relations with each other. Multinational companies employ expensive ex-
perts to ensure that their contracts are valid wherever they do business. Non-industrialized tribes in
South America use lawyers in order to try to stop governments from destroying the rainforests in which
they live. In the former Soviet republics where law was long regarded as merely a function of political
power, ordinary citizens nowadays challenge the decisions of their governments in courts of law.

Criminal law involves a system of legal rules (design) to keep the public safe and deter (wrong)
conduct. Those who violate the law face (incarcerate), fines, and other penalties. The American criminal
justice system is both complex, and adversarial in nature. With the exception of minor traffic (violate),
(accuse) individuals will require the (assist) of an attorney.
Specific crimes and the consequences for violating them are found in penal codes enacted by legislators
at the local, state, and federal levels. Less serious crimes are classified as misdemeanors. These typi-

Law University Curriculum

Once admitted to a university's law faculty, law students' four- or five-year curriculum combine
lectures with (tutor) style seminars.

(History), legal education included subjects taught in just a handful of departments, the number of
which may now vary.

Four departments usually exist within the law faculty: Theory of State and Law; (Crime) Law and
(Crime) Procedure; Civil Law and Civil Procedure; and Criminalistics, (Prosecutor) Supervision, and Le-
gal Psychology. In a few law faculties today, these may be split into separate departments; there may al-
so be departments in subjects such as international law or commercial law.

Most subjects in the law curriculum in Russia are required, with few opportunities for the study of
electives.

All (assess) are by oral examination, with each student receiving a different set of questions to be
addressed. These questions (typical) require the student to memorize principles promulgated in class-
room lectures, a style of examination Professor John N. Hazard criticized in the late 1940s.

The writing of papers is also required. A paper must be written each year beginning in the first
year, the topic of which may then be elaborated upon or a new topic selected in (succeed) years.

The final semester of the fifth year is devoted to the writing of the student's "diploma paper,” a
longer paper of sixty or seventy typewritten pages that each student must then defend.

The last few decades of the 20th century have showed that the crime problem cannot be
solved within the limits of national/state resources and methods. This is why the majority of coun-
tries are rendering effective assistance to each other in investigating criminal cases, and tracking
down and extraditing criminals. International cooperation in crime prevention is no longer con-
ceivable without such an organization as Interpol, which has become coordinator of law enforce-
ment efforts in nearly 180 member countries.

Nonetheless, the challenge of crime is such that the world community cannot rest con-
tent with what is being done to fight this evil. The efforts of the world community tend to come too
late — rather as a reaction to criminal processes. The "brain trusts" of transnational criminal or-
ganizations are acting in a more consolidated pro-active, and expeditious manner.

Court Procedure

The courtroom trial procedure for civil law cases and criminal law cases is basically the
same, although there are a few differences.

Courtroom procedure follows good common sense. When two persons go to court, it is
the responsibility of the complaining party to show that something is wrong or that he or she has
been injured. The defendant must dispute the complaint or show that the plaintiff is not entitled to
relief. The court acts as the representative of all the people.

Court begins when the judge enters the courtroom, the bailiff announces the opening of
court, and all stand until invited to be seated by the judge.




After the jury has been selected and sworn in. the trial of the case proceeds in the follow-
ing manner:

« An opening statement is made, first by, the lawyer for the plaintiff, then by the lawyer for the
defendant. The purpose of this statement is to outline to the jury, or judge, the factual situation
and what each side expects to prove by evidence to be submitted.

» The plaintiff's lawyer calls witnesses and asks them questions in an effort to prove the plain-
tiffs claims. This is called direct examination. The defense lawyer then has the right to cross-
examine, or check the answers given by the witnesses. When the plaintiff's withesses have been
presented, the plaintiff's lawyer says, "l rest my case."

» The defense lawyer now has the opportunity to bring in other witnesses in order to present
the defendant's side of the case. The plaintiffs lawyer has the right to cross-examine these wit-
nesses.

* Many times during the trial the lawyers may make objections to evidence presented
by the other side or to questions asked by the other lawyer. Lawyers are allowed to object to
these things when they consider them improper under the laws of evidence. It is up to the judge
to decide whether each objection was valid or invalid, and whether, therefore, the evidence can
be admitted or the question allowed. If the objection was valid, the judge will sustain the objec-
tion. If the objection was not valid, the judge will overrule the objection. These rulings do not re-
flect the judge's opinion of the case or whether the judge favours or does not favour the evidence
or the question to which there has been an objection.

The law cannot remain static because it must reflect the social, economic and moral values and needs of
the society it regulates. As these develop and change, so must the law.

There are several aspects of law reform. At the most obvious level, the law may need reforming be-
cause it produces results which are contrary to common sense or unfair. This can arise from defects (imperfec-
tions) in the substantive law, or defects in procedural law, or both. Substantive law is connected with rights and
wrongs and with remedies for their violation. Procedural law is concerned with the process by which remedies are
made available. Sometimes there is no clear distinguishing line between substantive and procedural law: thus
the definition of a criminal offence, including the maximum punishment prescribed, is substantive law, but indict-
ment is procedural. ...Reformers have said over the years that the law ought to be simple, intelligible, certain,
well arranged, adequately indexed and put into a physical form that will allow copies to be available in public libraries
as well as in courts and offices.
