The Prime Minister of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is the Head of her

Majesty’s (govern) in the United Kingdom. The Prime Minister and Cabinet are collectively (account) for their

The
current Prime Minister, David Cameron, was appointed on 11 May 2010.

As the "Head of Her Majesty's Government", the modern Prime Minister leads the Cabinet (the Executive).
In (add), the Prime Minister leads a major political party and generally commands a (major) in the House of
Commons (the lower house of the Legislature). As such, the incumbent wields both legislative and executive
powers. Under the British system, there is a unity of powers rather than (separate). In the House of Commons, the
Prime Minister guides the law-making process with the goal of enacting the legislative agenda of their political
party. In an executive capacity, the Prime Minister appoints (and may dismiss) all other cabinet members and
ministers, and co-ordinates the policies and activities of all government departments, and the staff of the Civil
Service. The Prime Minister also acts as the public "face" and "voice" of Her Majesty's Government, both at home
and abroad. (Sole) upon the advice of the Prime Minister, the Sovereign exercises many statutory and prerogative
powers: they include the (dissolve) of Parliament; high judicial, political, official and ecclesiastical appointments;
and the conferral of peerages, (knight), decorations and other honours.

The modern Prime Minister is the leader of a major political party with millions of followers.

The modern Prime Minister is also the leader of the Cabinet. The modern Cabinet is a group of ministers
who formulate policies. As the political heads of government departments, Cabinet Ministers ensure that policies
are carried out by permanent civil (serve). Although the modern Prime Minister selects Ministers, appointment still
rests with the Sovereign. With the Prime Minister as its leader, the Cabinet forms the executive branch of
government.

British governments (or Ministries) are generally formed by one party. The Prime Minister and Cabinet are
usually all members of the same political party, almost always the one that has a majority of seats in the House of
Commons. "One party government”, as this system is sometimes called, has been the general rule for almost three
hundred years.

In (add) to being the leader of a great political party and the head of Her Majesty's Government, the
modern Prime Minister is the leader of the House of Commons. From this commanding position, the Prime Minister
directs the law-making process, enacting into law his party’s programme.

The Prime Minister is (customary) a member of the Privy Council and thus entitled to the appellation "The
Right Honourable". (Member) of the Council is retained for life. It is a constitutional convention that only a Privy
Counsellor can be appointed Prime Minister.

While in office, the Prime Minister (official) resides at 10 Downing Street in London and is also entitled to
use the country house of Chequers in Buckinghamshire. At present the Prime Minister receives £142,500 including
a salary of £65,737 as a Member of Parliament.

Law of Contract

The law of contracts considers such questions as whether a contract exists, what the meaning of it is,
whether a contract has been broken, and what compensation is due the injured party.

In the simplest definition, contract is a promise enforceable by law. The promise may be to do
something or to refrain from doing something. The making of a contract requires the mutual assent of two or
more persons, one of them ordinarily making an offer and another accepting. If one of the parties fails to keep
the promise, the other is entitled to legal recourse.

The setting of standards

In theory, contractual obligations should be concluded between parties of substantially equal
awareness and bargaining power and for purposes fully approved by society. The law reflects this Utopian
idea in the sense that it tends to conceive of contract as an arrangement freely negotiated between two or more
parties of relatively equal bargaining power. The manifestations of intention required to form a contract are
accordingly thought of as indicating real willingness, although in fact they may simply represent acquiescence.

Fairness and social utility

Much of the law of contract is concerned with ensuring that agreements are arrived at in a way that
meets at least minimum standards respecting both parties' understanding of, and freedom to decide whether to
enter into, the transactions. Such provisions include rules that void contracts made under duress or that are
unconscionable bargains; protection for minors and incompetents; and formal requirements protecting against the
ill-considered assumption of obligation. Thus, section 138 of the German Civil Code renders void any contract
«whereby a person profiting from the distress, irresponsibility, or inexperience of another* obtains a
disproportionately advantageous bargain. In addition, more general social requirements and views impinge upon
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contracts in a number of ways. Certain agreements are illegal, such as — in the United States — agreements in
restraint of trade. Others, such as an agreement to commit a civil wrong, are held by the courts to be contrary to
the public interest. Certain systems discourage some purposes, such as the assumption of a legally binding
obligation to confer a gift of money or other gratuitous benefit upon another, by various special requirements.

Legal systems often have recourse to interpretation in the interest of fairness and social utility. Many
litigated cases in which a remedy is sought for breach of contract are concerned with the meaning to be attached
to the verbal expressions and acts of the parties in their dealing with each other. Ambiguities, for example, may
be resolved against the party thought to have the superior bargaining position. This decision is common in cases
in which one party is able to set the terms of a contract without bargaining. Again, a written agreement may be
interpreted against the party who drafts or chooses the language. Or the court may prefer an interpretation it
finds to be in accord with the public interest.

Law in our Life

The rules of social institutions tend to be more formal than customs, carrying precise penalties for
those who break them. Governments often consider anti-social behaviour not simply as a matter between two
individuals but as a danger to the well-being and order of society as a whole.

What motives do governments have in making and enforcing laws? Social control is undoubtedly one
purpose. Public laws establish the authority of the government itself, and civil laws provide a framework for
interaction among citizens. Without laws, it is argued, there would be anarchy in society (although anarchists
themselves argue that human beings would be able to interact peacefully without laws if there were no
governments to interfere in our lives).

Another purpose is the implementation of justice. Justice is a concept that most people feel it very
important but few are able to define.

Sometimes a just decision is simply a decision that most people feel is fair.

Human rights

Through UN efforts, governments have concluded hundreds of multilateral agreements that make the world
a safer, healthier place with greater opportunity and justice for all of us. This comprehensive body of international
law and human rights legislation is one of the UN's great achievements.

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights, proclaimed by the General Assembly in 1948, sets out basic rights
and freedoms to which all women and men are entitled — among them the right to life, liberty and nationality, to
freedom of thought, conscience and religion, to work, to be educated, to take part in government.

These rights are legally binding by virtue of two International Covenants, to which most States are parties.
One Covenant deals with economic, social and cultural rights and the other with civil and political rights. Together
with the Declaration, they constitute the International Bill of Human Rights.

The Declaration laid the groundwork for more than 80 conventions and declarations on human rights,
including conventions to eliminate racial discrimination and discrimination against women; conventions on
the rights of the child, the status of refugees and the prevention of genocide; and declarations on self-
determination, enforced disappearances and the right to development.

With the standards-setting work nearly complete, the UN is shifting the emphasis of its human rights work
to the implementation of human rights laws. The High Commissioner for Human Rights, who coordinates all UN
human rights activities, works with governments to improve their observance of human rights, seeks to
prevent violations and investigates abuses. The UN Commission on Human Rights, an intergovernmental body,
holds public meetings to review the human rights performance of States. It also appoints independent experts
— «special rapporteurs» — to report on specific human rights abuses or to examine human rights in specific
countries.
