Education in the Netherlands is characterized by division: education is oriented toward the
needs and background of the pupil. Education is divided over schools for different age
groups some of these in turn divided in streams for different educational levels.

Compulsory education in the Netherlands starts at the age of five, although in practice,
most schools accept children from the age of four. From the age of sixteen there is a partial
compulsory education, meaning a pupil must attend some form of education for at least
two days a week.

Higher education in the Netherlands is offered at two types of institutions: research
universities and universities of professional education. The former comprise general
universities and universities specializing in engineering and agriculture. The latter
comprise general institutions and institutions specializing in particular field, such as
agriculture, fine and performing arts, or teacher training. C) The higher
education system continues, however, to be a binary system with a distinction between
research-oriented education and professional higher education.

In general, all schools in the Netherlands observe a long summer holiday and several
weeks of one or two-week holidays during the year.
