Remember your audience is there for a presentation
and not to watch you read to them. Slides are more
about highlighting important points rather than
reading them out to the audience. Having a word-for-
word transcript of your talk on your slide defeats the
purpose of public speaking (accompanied by visual
aids).

Not maintaining proper eye contact with your
audience sends a message that your are not
committed to what you are saying and should not be
trusted. Your audience is likely to give up on you as a
public speaker, should you fail to maintain eye
contact with them. It has a negative impact on the
rapport that every speaker aims to establish with their
audience.

Remember your audience is there for a presentation
and not to watch you read to them. Slides are more
about highlighting important points rather than
reading them out to the audience. Slides should never
substitute for and overpower a speaker. You as a
speaker are the focal point of the talk, whereas your
slides are there to only reinforce and support your
message.

Signposting is the use of special phrases (i.e.
signposts, signposting language) that help speakers
structure and shape the main content of their
presentation. Signposts create verbal paragraphs
and raise the attention level at the beginning and the
end of each point of your presentation.

This is a simple but an effective technique that adds
clarity to your presentations. The technique allows
you to guide your audience through the structure of
your presentation linking one point to the next. The
audience can’t see your notes and can’t look forward
to see what is coming. You know where you are going
on your journey and you need to guide your audience
be telling them exactly where you are on the roadmap
of your journey.
