Most people think "advertising" is mainly or entirely concerned with the creative process. In fact, only
a relatively small number of the jobs available within the industry are to be found in this area. While there
is a considerable range of creative jobs, these vary greatly in importance and remuneration.

How Does Public Relations Differ From Advertising?

PR is not a form of advertising and is much bigger than advertising. This is because PR relates to all the
communications of the organisation and advertising is mainly limited to the marketing function.

Public Relations is neither free advetising nor unpaid-for advertising. There is nothing free about PR: it is
time-consuming and time costs money. This money may be represented by either the staff salaries or
consultancy fees.

Advertising may not be used by an organisation, but every organisation is involved in public relations. For
example, a fire brigade does not advertise for its services, but it does have relations with many publics.
Public relations works with everyone and everywhere and advertising is limited to special selling and
buying tasks such as promoting goods and services or recruiting staff. Public relations has to do with the
total communications of an organisation, it is more extensive than advertising. Sometimes PR may use
advertising which is why PR is neither a form of advertising nor a part of advertising.

Another difference lies in the finances of the two. There are several ways in which advertising agencies
receive their income, but basically the commission system is universal, agencies receive commission
from the media on the space or air time which they buy. The PR consultancy can sell only its time and
expertise, and fees are charged according to the work done. Moreover, in advertising most of the budget
is spent on media and production costs while in PR most of the money is spent to pay staff specialists or
consultants.

A Few Words About Creative Strategy

A nicely written defense of strategies was prepared by Howard Shank of Leo Burnett, as it appears

below:

"No matter how cleverly you write and visualize, the highest form of creativity in advertising is the setting
of real creative strategies. We must never forget it. It's what builds this business. I'd like to tell you what a
creative strategy is. But first, I'll suggest to you some of the things it is not.

It is not just a sentence that says, "The advertising will convince people that our product is the (tastiest)
(freshest) (mildest) (hardest-working) (classiest) (fastest) product in the store.

It is not the product of logic and analysis alone although they're part of how you get there.

It is not aimed at robots but at human beings with hearts and guts as well as brains.

The real creative strategy is the one that relates product to yearnings. In all truth, the process that leads
to real creative strategies is the process that leads to inventions.

It involves the seeing of old facts in new relationships.

It involves the discovery of needs and wants in people that even the people may not have discovered in
themselves. (Hardly anyone knew he needed a telephone until A.G. Bell came along.)

It also involves hard work. When you have a creative strategy problem on your plate, you need to know
everything about the product itself, about competitive products, about the market: its habits, its attitudes,
its demographics.

You need to study all the research you can get your hands on.

You need to ask questions until people hate to see you. You need, in short, to dig, dig, dig.

If you are working on a new coffee, say, you will wind up knowing more about coffee than you ever
thought you wanted to know.

There is a very good reason why you must do this work if you are to invent real creative strategies.

The job of your subconscious is to review and re-review everything you know about a subject. It

searches, even during your sleep, for new relationships between people and products; searches, as |



suggested earlier, for new combinations of old ideas; searches for the new insight that can give even a
very old product the right to ask for new attention in the market

The purpose of real creative strategizing is simple and vital: the invention of a big idea. | said earlier that
this kind of creative strategy work is the highest form of creativity in advertising.

| believe it wholeheartedly. What | believe in most of all is the synergism you create when you couple a
big idea with brilliant words and pictures. When you can do that regularly, you can't help getting rich and
famous. Not to mention happy in your work. Responsibility for developing objectives and strategy lies at
the agency, but before execution can be initiated there must be approval from the client.
