Television

Nothing probably has greater influence on society than television. It has become the greatest invention of
the past century. With it, we have witnessed countless historical events: inaugurations of presidents,
man’s first step on the Moon, even disasters as they happen. People watch TV in the morning to receive
the daily news. They eat watching it. They watch it before they go to bed.

In Britain people have a choice among three main TV channels: BBC1, BBC2 and commercial television
(ITV). The BBC is financed by payments of people who have TV sets. There is no advertising on any BBC
programme.

Whereas newspapers are mostly about news, TV is mostly entertainment and is so subject to more rules.
As watchdogs, there are the Broadcasting Standards Council and the Broadcasting Complaints Commiss
ion in Great Britain. They police the 9 p.m. watershed: the time before which all programmes have to be
suitable for children. Strangely, more complaints are received from the public about bad language than
anything else: The British seem to be particularly sensitive to this.

It is on the question of politics that TV rules differ most from those which apply to newspapers. While
newspapers can express any political views, or support any political party they wish to, TV channels are
not permitted such freedom. One programme which shows the Conservatives in a good light must be
followed soon after by another one which favours the Labour to maintain impartiality and balance between
the political parties.



Viewers trust TV news partly because they know that it is not in the hands og one political party, and
partly because it is much harder to lie with live interviews and filmed reports of events than on the pages
of a newspaper.

What does aTV journalist do?

As a TV journalist, you are responsible for reporting on the news to your viewers. Your main
focus is to research news events in order to compile presentable stories. This may include
travelling to the scene of events and interviewing those involved, like bystanders or police
officers. You may also conduct research in order to provide a more accurate and complete story.
When covering a scheduled event, you might spend time observing the occasion and then have
the opportunity to complete interviews in a more controlled environment.

Once you have the material gathered for a story, you will need to write your script, produce the
piece and complete any necessary editing. In some cases, you will report from a scene while
incorporating prerecorded elements into your story; this may require a mixture of live reporting
and previously edited material. Throughout all of your work as a TV journalist, you will work
closely with producers, camera operators and technical crew members.

In some cases, you may work as a commentator. This is a specialised field within TV journalism
in which you offer opinions on the news rather than reporting. This work typically involves much
less production. Instead, you will observe the news, write your opinions and then present them
on air.

Documentary

A documentary is a film based on the filming of real people and events. To make a documentary,
you do not need professional actors or scenery. It is difficult for documentaries to fully control
the final scenario, because reality does not always correspond to the director’'s plans.
Documentaries often use data from statistics, social surveys and thematic interviews. A film can
be ruined by any tiny detail: inappropriate music or editing. High-quality cinema evokes feelings,
it is firmly connected with reality and allows you to better consider reality.

Documentary genres include:

Chronicles — films representing the chronology of events;

Diary films — films based on real letters or diaries.

Investigative films are a type of television journalism in which authors collect data on a question
and try to find an answer.

Mockumentary — pseudo-documentary films that ridicule the genre and bring it to the point of
absurdity.

Portraits — documentaries about specific people;

Documentary animation —animated documentary projects.

Media messages

Thinking more deeply, we can recognize that certain media are better at certain roles. Media
have characteristics that influence how we use them. While some forms of mass media are
better suited to entertainment, others make more sense as a venue for spreading information.
For example, in terms of print media, books are durable and able to contain lots of information,
but are relatively slow and expensive to produce. In contrast, newspapers are comparatively
cheaper and quicker to create, making them a better medium for the quick turnover of daily
news. Television provides vastly more visual information than radio, and is more dynamic than a
static printed page; it can also be used to broadcast live events to a nationwide audience, as in
the annual State of the Union addresses given by the U.S. president. However, it is also a one-
way medium—that is, it allows for very little direct person-to-person communication. In contrast,
the Internet encourages public discussion of issues and allows nearly everyone who wants a
voice to have one. However, the Internet is also largely unmoderated and uncurated. Users may
have to wade through thousands of inane comments or misinformed amateur opinions in order
to find quality information.

As a media theorist Marshall McLuhan said, “the medium is the message.” McLuhan
emphasized that each medium delivers information in a different way and that content is
fundamentally shaped by that medium. For example, although television news has the
advantage of offering video and live coverage, making a story come vividly alive, it is also a
faster-paced medium. That means stories get reported in different ways than print. A story told



on television will often be more visual, have less information, and be able to offer less history
and context than the same story covered in a monthly magazine.
