It can be contended that the whole argument of the Republic is made in response to the
denial of justice as a universal moral value expressed in Thrasymachus’ statement: “Justice is
nothing else than the interest of the stronger.” Moral relativism, the denial of the harmony of
interests, and other problems posed by this statement are a real challenge for Plato for whom
justice is not merely a notion relative to the existing laws instituted by the victorious factions in
power. In the Law s a similar statement is made again (714c), and it is interpreted as the right
of the strong, the winner in a political battle (715a). By such interpretation, morality is denied and
the right to govern, like in the “Melian Dialogue” of Thucydides, is equated simply with might. The
decisions about morals and justice which we make are for Plato “no trifle, but the foremost thing”
(714b). The answer to the question of what is right and what is wrong can entirely determine our
way of life, as individuals and communities. If Plato’s argument about justice presented in both
the Republic andthe Laws can be summarized in just one sentence, the sentence will say:
“Justice is neither the right of the strong nor the advantage of the stronger, but the right of the
best and the advantage of the whole community.”
