Your presentation should:

NB be research-based ;

NB draw on / refer to the experience of specific people / companies;

cover the following points:

o general impact of the Coronavrius pandemic: bane or boon;

o how the industry/ domain of life is adapting to the restrictions ( what's ‘the new normal’?);
o the general outlook under the current circumstances

Presentation essentials
Note that your presentation should:

be outlined;

have an engaging opening (‘attention hook’);

have a straightforward structure;

NB place emphasis on vocal delivery (no reading!) to engage the audience;

NB have emphasis on visual delivery (visuals accompanied by key bullet points only; no word-for-
word transcript of your talk on your slides!)

contain a memorable ending;

have a slide with your reference sources.
