The Tax Code provides the application of two special tax regimes:

o simplified system of taxation;

« unified social tax on imputed income for several types of activities

The simplified system of taxation may be applied by small businesses — organizations and indi-
vidual entrepreneurs whose sales proceeds do not exceed a threshold of 10 min. rubles per annum, and
the number of employees is up to 15. When the simplified system of taxation is applied, the obligation to
pay most taxes (VAT, tax on profit, UST, sales tax) is substituted with an obligation to pay the unified tax
whereas the taxpayer chooses the object of taxation on its own — either income (tax rate is 6%), or in-
come minus expenses (tax rate is 15%).

Once a
taxpayer is transferred to unified tax on imputes incomes, he must still pay pension insurance charge.

Lawyers
Lawyers in private practice in Russia work (most) within colleges of advocates. There are about
nineteen thousand advocates in more than one hundred colleges. The (high) body of advocates' self-
management is the general meeting of a college. The presidium headed by the chairperson is the execu-
tive board of each college. The presidium is elected by the general meeting for a term of three years.



Colleges of advocates are formed in accordance with (territory) subdivisions — in the cities, regions
(oblasts), republics or (autonomy) entities. In its territory any college is (present) by law firms or legal
aid offices, which render all regular legal (assist) to citizens.
There are now more and more American-type law firms in Russia functioning (separate) from colleges
of advocates, and (special) involved in (present) private businesses.

draft or review all kinds of civil, labor and international contracts; and do all other legal services. And be-
cause this activity is very broad, usually lawyers have certain (specialize) according to specific areas of
law. But still each lawyer can choose any clients and cases no matter what his/her primary (specialize) is.
Providing legal help, lawyers have certain rights and duties. The most important right is to inquire any in-
formation from the federal, (region) and local authorities and officials unless the information is state (con-
fide). Their duties are: (fair), (reasonable) and (diligent) assert interests of their clients, though a lawyer in
Russia cannot be sued for malpractice; provide legal services for free when it is required by law; do
monthly (pay) to State Lawyers’ Chamber; act according to the Code of Lawyers’ Professional Ethics.
And speaking about fees, though the lawyers’ activity is supposed to be a non-profit, a lawyer is one of
the highly paid professions in Russia. (Basic), every lawyer can establish any fees for his or her services,
as soon as a client is ready to pay.
